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2 Introduction

The topics in this section provide some basic information about PPFA, what it is for and
what you can do with it. 

2.1 About PPFA

PPFA has been a work in progress since the original release of the PPJ Jockey program
in 2003 to incorporate many aspects of form analysis that is embraced by Bet Selector to
make it the Ultimate Analysis Tool.

Professional Punters Form Analysis (PPFA) provides an in depth analysis tool for Bet
Selector users that will save invaluable time when assessing form.

As most Bet Selector users are aware, several manual adjustments are required to be
made to the Bet Selector data to take into consideration Wet Tracks, Jockeys, Past Form,
Distance, Barriers and Track Capability, to name a few, for each runner. This is a time
consuming exercise and accuracy can be compromised in an attempt to save time. After
many years of manually making these adjustments, a fully automated program has now
been completed that will reduce many hours of analysis down to minutes with uncanny
accuracy, no more errors because of time constraints, tiredness or change in track
conditions during the meeting. All this will be done automatically for you. PPFA has many
features that are set with default criteria which can be adjusted by the user to any criteria
that suits your needs.

· Barriers, BlackBook, Distance Change, Field Strengths, Jockeys, Race Par
Times, Race Par Times Parameters, System Parameters, Tracks, Tracks Low
Grade, Trainers Databases:
Maintain your own Databases or subscribe to the 'PPFA Database Updates'. The
data from these Databases can be automatically applied to Bet Selector.

· State Times:
Choose your home state or location and the Race Day Sheet will be displayed in
Jump Time order according to the state or location you have selected in the State
Times Database. Daylight saving can also be automatically adjusted once you have
set the State Times.

· WA TAB Downloads:
Download directly from the Ozbet site. Includes Jockeys, Track Conditions and
Results to name a few.

· Race Day Sheets:
Generate Race Day Sheets which display your processed data in Time Jump order
together Field Strengths in rated order, Horse Details in rated order, Race Par
Times in rated order.

Many of the screens which display data offer users the ability to designed their own
field layout.

Comprehensive File Maintenance routines for your databases with a plethora of
options.

· Updates:
Various update routines which allow you to update Bet Selector.

· HorseForm Database:
PPFA generates its own HorseForm database from your downloaded Bet Selector
data. This database is invaluable in assessing a horse's ability to win today's race.

· Select races to process:
Once you have processed your meetings for the day, PPFA offers you the ability to
select individual races to process. This feature is great when the track conditions
change as you can simply select for processing, only those races where the track
condition has changed. A great time-saver when your bus betting in the middle of
the day.

All selected procedures
will be automatically sequentially processed. Batch Updates have preset groups of
routines for Daily, Day End, Selected Races and Historical Processing.

Database Updates
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PPFA offers a reasonable subscription based database updates service.  If you
choose to subscribe, databases susceptible to regular change will supplied
directly to your email Inbox on a regular basis by PPFA.  You won't need to worry
about latest Jockey data including Apprentice Allowances, Field Strengths, Race
Par Times, Trainers, Tracks, Barriers or  Blackbook entries.

2.3 The User Interface

The PPFA window is divided into three main areas: The Drop-Down Menu, the Toolbar
Ribbon and the Workspace.

The Workspace

The Workspace is where PPFA displays all of the information for the selected task
and also allows the user to enter data and respond to prompts.

The Drop-Down Menu

PPFA's functions are accessed primarily through the Drop-Down Menu across the top
of the PPFA window. Each Drop-Down groups functions according to tasks and
displays associated Toolbar Icons to the left of the text. If a function has associated
"Accelerator Keys", they will be displayed to the right of the text in the Drop-Down
Menus.
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The Toolbar Ribbon

The icons which display in the Toolbar Ribbon when the program first opens are
permanent icons. Icons may be added or removed from the Toolbar Ribbon by
selecting a sub-menu icon, however, the permanent icons will always display. All
icons to the left of the first "separator bar" are sub-menu icons. When a sub-menu
icon is selected, it will be highlighted to let you know which sub-menu you have
selected and the icons for that sub-menu will be added to the Toolbar Ribbon. Sub-
Menu icons are easily distinguished because they have a square border with a

coloured triangle in the top right hand corner of the square. 

All icons to the right of the first "separator bar" execute functions when clicked.

Help for each icon is displayed when you hover the mouse over the icon.
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NB: Once any window is open in the Workspace, the sub-menu icons will become
INACTIVE.

2.3.1 Toolbar Ribbon

Instead of searching for functions in menus, some functions are available directly on the
Toolbar Ribbon.

Icons displayed on the Toolbar Ribbon are dependant on which sub-menu icon you have
selected.

Default Toolbar Ribbon

Toolbar Ribbon after the "Up" ( Updates ) icon has been selected

Toolbar Ribbon after the "Fm" ( File Maintenance ) icon has been selected

Tips:

Hover the mouse over an icon to see a description of the function associated with the
icon.

Toolbar Ribbon Sub-Menus are not available once you have opened any window in the
Workspace.
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2.3.2 Keyboard Shortcuts

The most commonly used functions can be controlled with keyboard shortcuts.

Where Keyboard Shortcuts are available, they are displayed to the right of the text in the
Drop-Down Menus and in the Tooltip text when you hover the mouse over the Toolbar
Ribbon icons.

2.4 Getting help

There are a number of different sources of help for PPFA. In addition to this help file you
can also access online tutorials, the online user forum or email PPFa Support.

To get started, your main source of information should be this help file. We have designed
it to provide all the information you will need for using and learning PPFA.

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3 Installation

While this program has been extensively tested, it cannot be guaranteed that there may
not be unexpected problems encountered while installing due to the vast range, both
physical and software related., of PC configurations.

1. Download and run the Setup Program.

a) If you have a previous version of PPFA you may elect to install in a different folder,

however, PPFA’s Setup Program will install into the PricePPJ folder by default.

b) If you install over a previous version of PPFA, the Setup Program will backup your

existing files into a folder named FILES7.0.0_BUP in your PPFA Program Folder. 

The only exception is the HORSEFORM.DBF as this is usually a very large file

and can be re-created at will.  If you run the Setup Program again, the file backup

will be repeated thus overwriting your last backup.

c) If you are installing over a previous version of PPFA, it is recommended that

immediately the Setup program completes, you navigate to your PPFA Installation

Folder and 'RENAME' the FILES7.0.0_BUP folder to prevent your original files

being overwritten on subsequent execution of the PPFA Setup Program.  This

step is not essential, however, it is a form of insurance especially to those users

who maintain their own databases and do not want to use PPFA’s default files

such as Barriers, Jockeys etc.

Example Upgrade:

You current installation is in D:\PricePPJ and you are upgrading to PPFA ver 7.0.0.

After running the Setup Program you will find a Folder named D:\PricePPJ
\Files7.0.0_BUP and it will contain copies of your latest databases.  Please note that not
all databases are backed-up. Only the databases which may contain your own
personalised data will be copied to the backup  folder.

If you do not want these files overwritten by subsequent re-installation of the same PPFA
version then it recommended that you RENAME this folder immediately upon completion
of the installation.

If you install a newer version of PPFA then a new Backup Folder will be created using the
new version number to generate the backup folder name.  When you are happy with your
new version, you may delete the older versions' backup folders.

4.1 License New Installation

Please wait for the
Email Client to open and then complete the procedure by sending the
email.  If you are not using Microsoft Outlook or  Outlook  Express as
your  email  client  or  your  email  client  does  not  open  automatically
when  you  click  the  SEND  button  in  the  PPFA  Licensing  Window,
please  type  in  all  of  the  information  displayed  on  the  “Registration
Info:“ form and send to orders@ppfa.com.au

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5 Setup

Before using the PPFA Form Analysis Tools for the first time, please take the time to
study the parameters that you can change to suit your individual requirements.

PPFA is designed to process your data 'dynamically'.  This means that each individual
user of PPFA may generate different ratings based on the parameters each individual
user sets up.

There are many parameters you can change and they are explained in the following 'Sub
Topics'.

Again, please take the time to study them.

5.1 Setup after Installs

1. The 1st time you run PPFA ver 7.0.0, you will be offered a choice of what to do
with existing files.  Please read the messages carefully.  If you choose to retain
any of your existing databases, then if the new database structure has
changed, PPFA will modify your old database to conform with the new
structure.  None of your old data will be lost, however, if the structure has
changed, then any NEW fields added to the database file will NOT contain any
values.  PPFA will verify your databases and create any new databases
required.  All databases will be Re-Indexed so please be patient.  A modern PC
should take no longer than 10mins.

2. After installation you will need to Check or Setup your system defaults.  If the
System Parameters Window does not automatically open after PPFA goes
through its one-time setup when you first run the program, then, Select
FileMaintenance from the  Drop down Menu at the top of the program, then
System Parameters, System Form analysis Parameters and select the
System Tab. Enter the drive and folder locations for Bet Selector and PPFA
then click on the 'Verify Folders' button so that PPFA can check the information
you have entered. Don't close this window as it will be used again in the next
step.
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3. The System Form Analysis Parameters window should still be displayed on
the screen. If not, see the previous paragraph on how to open it. Select the
“Misc” Tab.  Enter the FA_Start as the first date to include when building the
Horse Form File.  PPFA recommends you go back approx. 3 years but
ultimately, the choice is yours. Should you have BS Folders OLDER than 3
years and you wish to use form older than that recommended by PPFA, then
set the FA_Start to 01/01/[Yr of your 1st BS Data Folder] e.g. 1997.  It is not
necessary to enter any date in the FA_Last field as this date is updated by
PPFA when the Horseform database is updated.

The HO_Last field is used to create the HORSES database.  The date entered
here should be the first date to use when creating/updating the database.  It will
subsequently be updated by PPFA to reflect the latest date processed.
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Close the window by pressing on the X in the top right-hand corner of the
System Form Analysis Parameters Window or by clicking on the Close button.

4.  For FIRST TIME USERS ONLY, ( optional for system Upgrades ), Select File,
Update Selections and run the Update PPFA Horse Form ALL.

WARNING! This procedure can take anything from 45mins to 2 hours
depending on the speed of your PC and the amount of Bet Selector Data you
have stored on your PC. Please be patient as your PC may seem like it has
“hung” but rest assured the process will complete. This procedure need only
be run once when you first setup.  It can also be used to reset your Horse
Form File should you decide to eliminate very old form.  This is a simple
procedure which needs you to change the FA_Start Date, as in 3. above, to the
year you would like your form to start from.

5.2 Setup System Parameters

SETTING-UP PPFA ( Optional )

Changing PPFA’s System Form Analysis Parameters can drastically change the final
rankings.  This makes PPFA a powerful tool which can be tailored to individual
preferences.  The System Form Analysis Parameters are grouped by Tab Page in the
associated File Maintenance procedure.  To View or Change the parameters, choose
FileMaintenance, System Form Analysis Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down
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Menu:

v If you do not wish to implement part or all of these Criteria, the Bonus
or Penalty can be set to 0 and no adjustments will be made to the Bet
Selector base rating.  Close window when done.

v If you want to display the correct Race Jump Times according to your
current location, make sure that you setup your State Times Database
before generating any Race Day Browsers.

5.2.1 BlackBook Parameters

To Access the BlackBook parameters, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System Form Analysis Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab
Page displayed is the 'Form Analysis' tab so click on the BlackBook tab.

How Many Runs to Apply Bonus

· This is the number of runs for which you want to apply the bonus. Minimum = 1,
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Maximum = 4

Multiply Bonus by ? For Run2 to Run4

· The original bonus/penalty you enter is applied to Run1.  If you choose to apply the
bonus/penalty to more than 1 run then PPFA will adjust the next runs bonus/
penalty by multiplying the original bonus/penalty by the numbers entered here.
NB: Penalties ( negative bonus/penalty ) will always default to the original penalty
no matter what you enter in these fields.

To Access the Wet Form parameters, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System Form Analysis Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab
Page displayed is the 'Form Analysis' tab so click on the Distance+Tracks tab.
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Click the  to show the detail below each heading

Distance Analysis - WIN & PLACE Criteria and Bonus

· Percentage based for win and place based on horses ability to handle today’s
distance.

Track Analysis - WIN & PLACE Criteria and Bonus

· Percentage based for win and place based on horses ability to handle today’s
course.

5.2.3 Form Analysis Parameters

To Access the Form Analysis parameters, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System Form Analysis Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab
Page displayed is the 'Form Analysis' tab.

Click the  to hide the detail below each heading
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Win Criteria and Bonus

· Depending on the run in this preparation, the program will consider 1st, 2nd, 3rd , 4
th , and 5th  runs in.  This will scan all past form for the same “run in” and allocate
bonus based on Win Strike Rate % (there are 4 sections) as per the criteria, EG: if 2
nd  up today, and horse has won 35% of previous 2nd  up runs, a bonus of 1.5 will
be applied to the base rating.

Place Criteria and Bonus

· The same principal is applied but the win and place strike rates are added together
to achieve the required %, this is to ensure that runners that have a high placing %
but have not won are not disadvantaged.

Distance Analysis, Win and Place Criteria and Bonus

· Percentage based bonus based on previous wins at today’s distance. The Place
Criteria Bonus combines the win and placing to achieve the % for bonus to be
applied.

Run Bonus

· This part of the program is set in 4 categories, good, dead, slow and heavy tracks.
All form is scanned based on today’s track conditions and the bonus is
accumulated for win and placing in the conditions at previous runs. E.g. If the
conditions today are slow, all form is scanned and runner will get a bonus of 1.5 for

each win, 1 for each 2nd  placing and 0.7 for each 3rd placing. Therefore 1 x win, 2

x 2nd placings and 1 x 3rd placing will accumulate 1.5 + 2.0 + 0.7 for a total bonus
of 4.2

5.2.4 Last Run

To Access the Last Run parameters, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System Form Analysis Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab
Page displayed is the 'Form Analysis' tab so click on the Last Run tab.

Statistics indicate that backing First-Up horse does not give a positive return.  With this in
mind, PPFA gives the user the ability to penalise horses starting “First-Up”.  Furthermore,
if the horse’s previous preparations indicate that the horse does perform well “First-Up”,
the user may elect to return part or all of the “First-Up Penalty”

Criteria for First-Up Penalties

· Assign groups of days and associated penalty to apply

Criteria for Return of Penalties

· Is the Earliest Date to use when generating PPFA’s HorseForm File.  This date
may be adjusted for suit your individual requirements. Eg You may not want to
include OLD form in your analysis.  If this date is older than your oldest Bet
Selector Form File, PPFA will simply find the first Form File after that date.

Minimum Last Run Days Before Applying

· This gives the user the option to set the spell days for the purpose of returning the
penalty.  Most form guides use 90 days as a general rule when assessing whether
a runner has had a spell.  PPFA recommends 60 days.

Minimum Win Strike Rate Percentage

· Any runner has to have at least this minimum win% to be considered for a return
of penalty.  PPFA recommends that as a general rule, a runner should have better
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than 25% WIN strike rate to qualify for consideration before applying any of above.

Minimum Place Strike Rate Percentage

· Any runner that has not Won 1st up but has been placed must have this minimum
% to qualify.  There are many 1st up runners that are placed and only need to
improve marginally on previous attempts to record a win 1st up.  This option allows
the user to qualify these runners for inclusion in the calculations before applying
any of above.

Max Distance for Win/Place SR Return

· The user can set the distance of races where runners are to be considered for
qualifying for a return of penalties.  PPFA's examination of the results over the last
4 yrs show that the strike rate of 1st up runners in races up to 1100m is
approximately 36% and drops significantly in the distance range from 1101m and
upwards.

Max Percentage of Penalty to Return

· Using this field you may limit how much of the original Penalty to Return.

5.2.5 Misc.

To Access the Wet Form parameters, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System Form Analysis Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab
Page displayed is the 'Form Analysis' tab so click on the Misc. tab.

Spell Days

· Number of days since last run which you would consider to be a Spell.enalty is at
the discretion of the user.

FA_Start

· Is the Earliest Date to use when generating PPFA’s HorseForm File.  This date
may be adjusted for suit your individual requirements. Eg You may not want to
include OLD form in your analysis.  If this date is older than your oldest Bet
Selector Form File, PPFA will simply find the first Form File after that date.

FA_Last

· Last start maiden winners generally receive a higher than expected rating for the
win and over the years it has become very apparent that only a very small
percentage of last start maiden winners go on and win at the next start, with that in
mind, a provision has been made to penalise last start maiden winners

Create FA_Audit File?

· When Updating the Form Analysis, PPFA generates an Audit File.  This file is
rarely accessed by the user and removing the TICK will speed up performance.

5.2.6 Weight

To Access the Wet Form parameters, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System Form Analysis Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab
Page displayed is the 'Form Analysis' tab so click on the Weight tab.
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Click the  to show the detail below each heading

Weight

· PPFA has examined results over an extensive period and statistics have shown that
runners that carry 58kg or more have an inferior strike rate. With this in mind, PPFA
now has an option to set a Weight Penalty.  A penalty can be applied to all runners that
carry this weight or more or the user has the option to not impose a penalty if the runner
has Won previously with the allocated weight. The amount of the penalty is at the
discretion of the user.  The On-Screen field prompts and help screen will assist in your
decision making.
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5.2.7 Wet Form Parameters

To Access the Wet Form parameters, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System Form Analysis Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab
Page displayed is the 'Form Analysis' tab so click on the Wet Form tab.

Wet Strike Percentage and Bonus

· Percentage based bonus allocated for wins on Dead, Slow and Heavy tracks.  As
the Strike% raises so should the Bonus.

Wet Box Win Criteria

· Percentage based to determine whether upper or lower case Y is to be applied.
The more proficient the horse is in the going, the upper case Y will be applied and
the more significant the impact on the overall ratings.
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Wet Box Place Criteria

· Percentage based combining win and place runs. This is affective in cases where
a runner does not have a high win Strike Rate but very high place Strike Rate.  E.g.
had 4 runs on heavy for 1 win, ( 25% ), would get “y”, but placed at other 3 runs,
therefore has 100% placed, this would elevate to “Y”.

Wet Box Poor Form

· Please Note that the adjustment of upper case whether they be “Y” or “N” is
significant, less so with lower case “y” or “n”.

· Within Bet selector there is a provision in the view past form/edit ratings/wet box to
allocate YYNN or yynn depending on the horse’s ability to handle the conditions
and this factor can significantly alter the rated prices. A minimum of 2 runs in the
conditions is required before any determination can be made as to whether the
horse can handle the conditions. If only 2 runs and the % is 0, a lower case n will
be applied, if more than 2 runs and strike rate is below 26%, upper case N is
applied ( please note that the default minimum run of 2 can be changed to your own
thoughts on this point )

To Access the System parameters, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System Form Analysis Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab
Page displayed is the 'Form Analysis' tab so click on the System tab.

· This is the Hard Disk Drive Letter of the Bet Selector Folder - normally C - Enter the

mydocuments\racing\BetSelector - DEFAULT Bet Selector Folder - PRICE

Default Jockey Rating - CITY/PROVINCIAL/COUNTRY

· These fields are the DEFAULT ratings to apply to any Jockey riding in a City,
Provincial or Country Meeting. When PPFA processes a meeting, each time it
needs to apply Jockey data, it will find the Jockey in the 'Jockeys' database and use
the data from this record. If for some reason you have not added the jockey which
PPFA is checking, then PPFA will use the Default values you have entered here.

Default Apprentice Claim - CITY/PROVINCIAL/COUNTRY

· These fields are the DEFAULT ratings to apply to any APPRENTICE Jockey riding
in a City, Provincial or Country Meeting. When PPFA processes a meeting, each
time it needs to apply Jockey data, it will find the Jockey in the 'Jockeys' database
and use the Apprentice Claim data from this record. If for some reason you have
not added the jockey which PPFA is checking, then PPFA will use the Default
Apprentice Cliam values you have entered here.

Default NEW Apprentice Jockey Rating

· This field is no longer applicable. It is a legacy field from the original Jockey
Ratings Program

Race Times Browser Settings

· Within the Race Times Browser you have the ability to select which fields to display
and save these settings. Rather than manually choosing to restore your saved
settings each time the browser is opened you may simply select for which of the
browsers within the Race Times Browser you wish to restore your saved settings.

5.3 Setup Field Strength Parameters

It has become apparent that there is a vast difference in the strength of races between
each State’s Classes, Day of Race and the Grade of Tracks.  It has long been accepted
that Class 1 races etc are basically the same whether they are run on a Monday,
Tuesday or Friday in NSW, Vic Qld WA etc.  Our research has clearly indicated that
this is not the case, far from it.  We have analysed races run over an extended period
and given each Class of race a Field Strength Rating based on the statistics for the
particular State, Day and Track. The Tracks have been graded as Metropolitan,
Provincial and Country.

In addition to the Race Field Strengths, we have developed a Field strength ranking
within Races based on the runner’s last start.
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These calculations are used to create a Field Strength Ranking within PPFA. You may
either allow PPFA to automatically apply a bonus based on the criteria contained in the
System Field Strength Parameters or alternatively, you may switch this feature off and
use the PPFA Field Strength Ranking to assist you in making any manual adjustments
to the Bet Selector Base Ratings.  The Field Strength Rankings and data are displayed
in the Race Day Browsers.

The preliminary research has revealed that in cases where a runner is rated in the Top
4 by PPFA and is also rated similarly in the Field Strength Rankings, these runners tend
to perform to expectations.  In cases where the PPFA Top 4 runners are Poorly ranked
in the Field Strengths, these runners tend to be a risky betting proposition, that is not to
say that they cannot win but in many cases the Base Rating has been created using its
2nd or 3rd last run as the major contributor to the base rating calculation and the Field
Strengths indicate that its Last Run was poor. Another factor that has given indications
of a coming winning run is in cases where the Field Strength today is weaker than last
run AND the runner is dropping weight as well as where the beaten margin is less than
4 Lengths.

This information can be invaluable when assessing runners chances and gives the user
the opportunity to manually fine tune the ratings with more accuracy.

In this section of the File Maintenance the user has the ability to apply a sliding scale
rating to apply to a runner’s details based on its last start.

5.3.1 Field Strengths Criteria

To Access the Field Strengths Criteria, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System Field Strength Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab
Page displayed is the 'FS Criteria' tab.

Weight Criteria Scale

· For each half kilo weight change since the horse’s last run a Bonus/Penalty can be
applied.  Using PPFA’s default settings, a runner going up 2.5kg on last start, the weight
is multiplied by 0.60 = 1.5.  As it is rising in weight, it would be a penalty of -1.5.  If it was
dropping in weight, it would be a bonus and therefore +1.5.

Margin Criteria Scale

· In the case of Margins, there are 2 sets of scales.  One for winning and one for beaten
margins.  The same principal as the Weight Criteria Scale is applied.  A beaten margin
of 5.5 would be multiplied by 0.40 and a penalty of 2.2 would be applied.  If it was a
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winning margin, multiply by 0.80 and 4.4 bonus would be applied.

Weight Adjustment if Last Start Winner

· This is a Special Weight Allowance for Last Start Winners ONLY.  It is added to the
Horse’s Last Carried Weight before calculating the Field Strength.

5.3.2 Field Strengths Bonus

To Access the Field Strengths Bonus, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System Field Strength Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab
Page displayed is the 'FS Criteria' tab so click on the 'FS Bonus' tab.
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Click the  to show the detail below each heading

Click the  to hide the detail below each heading

Bonus for Field Strength Ranking

· This bonus is applied to the BS Ratings based on the horse’s ranking in the Field
Strengths if you have ticked the 'Apply to BS Rating' box.  Only Rankings 1 to 6 attract a
bonus.

Bonus if Weight Penalty has been Applied

· If a Weight Penalty has been applied as per the Criteria set in the System Form
Analysis Parameters for Weight, the you may elect to return SOME or ALL of this
penalty based on the horse’s Field Strength Ranking and its change in FS and or
Weight.

· The 1st column in this section is for horses dropping in FS and Weight and the 2nd
column is for horses dropping in either Weight or FS.  Only 1 bonus is applied so if the
horse is dropping in both, Column 1 is applied other wise column 2 is assessed.
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Apply to Bet Selector Base Rating

· Tick this box if you want Bet Selector updated with the Field Strengths bonuses when
you run the Update Field Strengths Bonus procedure.

IMPORTANT!

1. If the Horse has the WEIGHT PENALTY applied and DOES NOT RANK IN THE TOP 6
in the Field Strengths, the full penalty remains and 0 is returned. Any adjustment will
need to be made manually as the user sees fit.

2. Users can adjust any of the settings and apply values as you choose, if you don’t wish
to apply Field Strength adjustments set all the values to 0 and no bonus will be applied.
Users may also wish to apply some of the Field Strength ratings or only the Top 2 in all
or some of the sections, you may mix and match as you see fit and the values you
apply will determine the bonus applied.

5.4 Setup Par Times

PPFA has developed a Race Times database which contains PAR times for GOOD/
DEAD/SLOW/HEAVY for most tracks and distances in Australia, NZ and HK.

The Race Times module checks the run/track/condition of a horses past form and applies
bonus/penalties based on the criteria you enter.

v Don't forget to check the Times Constants TAB. This TAB is not explained
herein as it is fully explained on screen in the PPFA Application.

v To Access the 'Times Constants' TAB of the Times Analysis parameters, choose
FileMaintenance, System Parameters, System Race Times Parameters, from the
Top Drop-Down Menu. The default Tab Page displayed is the 'Times Analysis' tab
so simply click on the 'Times Constants' tab.

These criteria are presented in the following topics:

5.4.1 Times Analysis

To Access the Times Analysis parameters, choose FileMaintenance, System
Parameters, System Race Times Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. The
default Tab Page displayed is the 'Times Analysis' tab.

The automated procedure will allocate a value as per your system parameter settings for
each Ranked position you have selected. You may allocate different values.

You can also vary the PPFA calculated bonus to be applied to Bet Selector by Ticking the
'Apply Bonus Days Percentages to Bet Selector'. If this box is ticked, PPFA will adjust the
bonus based on the data contained in the 'Bonus Days Percentages'. The general idea

here is that you may decide to apply a smaller bonus if the horse's best run is say older
than 365 days. There are 4 levels of percentage bonuses which may be applied.

PLEASE NOTE:
Users can adjust any of the settings and apply values as you choose. If you don’t wish to
apply Par Times adjustments set all the values to 0 and no bonus will be applied. Users
may also wish to apply some of the times ratings to all or part of the Top 6 rankings in all
or some of the boxes, you may mix and match as you see fit.

NB: When processing the RaceTimes, by default, PPFA groups certain track conditions
such as Fast, Good & Dead are grouped as 1 condition. If you prefer to process each of
the track conditions individually, then tick the box to the right of "Do you want individual
GOING calculations"

Column headings explained

· Each of the column headings prefixed with 'F_' are related to filtered data meaning that
the horse's form run must match the criteria.

· The 2 column headings prefixed with 'U_' are related to UNfiltered data meaning that
the horse's form run is its fastest career run not taking any of the crietria of today's race
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into account

RM

· Race Times with Margins Adjustments. A horse’s time is determined based on the
qualifying run which will be with similar conditions and distance range.

· The beaten margin is taken into account.

RMW

· Race Rimes with Margin and Weight Adjustment. The horse’s time is adjusted to
take into account any weight changes from the qualifying run to today’s race eg: if
the qualifying run was with 58kg and it’s carrying 54kg in today’s race, the time is re-
calculated to a theoretical time it would have run if it was carrying 54kg in the
qualifying run, that is, it would have run faster with the lighter weight and therefore its
ranking may improve.

RMWD

· Race Times with Margin, Weight and Distance adjustments. A sliding scale is used to
adjust a horse’s time based on distance change from the qualifying run to today’s race
distance ( if applicable) The theory is that a horse will most likely be able to sustain
speed over a shorter distance and conversely drop its speed rating over extended
distance.

U_RM

· This box displays the horses best run in comparison to par at any track and
distance, there are no filters applied and therefore the run may be in an unsuitable
distance range compared to today’s race eg; the horse may be 1st up and the Non
Filter run may be in a 2000m race The runs are displayed as a percentage, 100.00
being par, a figure below 100 indicates that the horse has bettered the par time for
the qualifying run. A figure above 100 indicates that the horse has run slower than
the par time. A horse that rates 1st in the times with a figure greater than 100 can
still be considered as the ranking indicates that this horse is the best of a “poor lot”,
these tend to be at long odds and value prices.

5.4.2 Times Constants

The Times Constants are used when generating the Race Times Sheets.

The prompts and 'Distance Criteria' in the screenshot should be self explanatory
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5.5 Setup Position in Running

The position in running function does NOT apply any bonus or penalties to the ratings. It
has been designed to be used as a tool that can assist to determine the possible racing
pattern of horses in today’s race. When considering PIR it is relevant to look at the
runners performance at similar distances as today's race. 

In the Race Day Browsers the PIR can be activated by double clicking on the required
race. The runners are listed in Rated Order.

Runners are color coded to highlight to relevant distance runs as per the users System
Parameter settings.
Under File Maintenance select system parameters, System Parameters PIR

To Access the System PIR Parameters, choose FileMaintenance, System Parameters,
System PIR Parameters, from the Top Drop-Down Menu. 

Distance Options.
This allows users to set the range of distances that will be considered when assessing
runners PIR. 
The distance selected will be for today’s race and is equal to or less than the distance
listed in the distance column.

e.g. If selecting as the lowest distance 1100m the function will check the distance of
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today's race.

e.g. 1050m and compare with the first distance box of 1100m, if lower than this distance,
use that criteria. If the race was over 1100m it would go to the next range and check if
today's distance is equal to or less than the listed distance and so on until the distance is
matched. Once this has been done, the corresponding criteria are applied.

Adj4low and Adj4high.
These fields are used to identify the distance range of the qualifying runs for today's race.

e.g. if the race is 1400m and the adj4low is 150 and adj4high 200  the races in the horses
form to be considered will be all runs between 1250m and 1600m - (down 150 up 200).

When displaying, the runs are listed in distance order, all runs that fit the distance criteria
as per the users settings will be highlighted in GREEN.

5.6 Setup Alarm Parameters

Users have the option to set a race time warning alarm for races of interest on race day.

Under File Maintenance/ System Parameters /System Parameters Alarms users can set
their preferences.

Users can set from one to three warning bells as required.

Select the browser option (at the end of the alarm sound line) this will open users’ media
options. Select the WAV file to be used. Most users will have Windows Media Options.

Once selected, using the up/down arrows adjust the time required (in minutes), tick the
boxes to activate the number of warnings required, Verify and close.

When the race day sheets have been finalized, open the Race Day Browser with Times.

There is a column ALARMS with a tick box. Click on the first race that is required, this will
highlight in Blue, using the scroll bar, activate by placing tick in box, use the down key and
repeat the procedure for all races required.
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5.7 Setup State Times

Choose FileMaintenance, State Times from the Top Drop-
Down Menu:

You will need to select your “Home State” so that the Race
Day Browser adjusts the Jump Times for your State.

Mouse Click in the displayed window then navigate to your
Home State.

Now move across to the “Is Home State” column and Click
Twice or press the Spacebar to select your Home State.  You
must move off this row, ( Cursor UP or Cursor DOWN ), for
the change to take effect. This will automatically remove any
previous selection.
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5.8 Setup System Colours

The Race Day Browser with Times highlight various rows and individual cells to highlight
information deemed by PPFA to be important to the professional punter.  To setup your
own System Colours, from the top pull-down menu, select, File Maintenance, System
Parameters, System Colours for RaceTimes Browser.

You will see from the image displayed below that setting up colours is self explanatory.

The buttons across the top row are navigation buttons which allow you to easily go to the
section you want to edit.
The "Reset All " button will reset all colours to the defaults. The default colours are
always displayed in the "RESET" Column.

Each row which has a BLACK background is a header row and cannot be edited.

Each colour you change will display the text in the left-hand columns of the window in your
chosen colour with the RESET column always displaying PPFA's default colours.  For
each row, you can activate or de-activate the colour processing by ticking or un-ticking the
"ACTIVE" cell.

· To edit a Background Colour, double-click in the BACK_GR column and row for the
appropriate field you want to change.

· To edit a Foreground Colour, double-click in the FORE_GR column and row for the
appropriate field you want to change.

· To Restore to PPFA's default colours, double-click in the RESET column and row for
the appropriate field you want to reset.

· If you deactivate a colour then that data will simply display standard colours in the
browser.

· To reset all colours to PFA defaults, click on the 'Reset ALL' button.
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5.9 Setup PPFA Base Ratings

When Bet Selector imports the form files it creates a Base Rating, (TBASE) using the
form runs included in the download.

PPFA allows you to use an alternative method for creating the Base Rating. To use
PPFA's method, you need to enter your preferred parameters which will then be used to
create the Base Rating.
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PPFA's own Base Rating uses Bet Selector's TRT, (CIS), rating from each form run. It
will overwrite the original rating. The following Bet Selector fields will be saved in the
horse's owner field using the <E> legend.

IMP 1 character
DOK 1 character
FOK 1 character
WNF 1 character
LBD 4 characters FORMAT 99.9
TBASE 4 characters FORMAT 99.9

Include PPFA Base Ratings in Batch Updates

· If ON then PPFA BAse Ratings will be active in the Batch Updates Screen, otherwise, it
will not display.
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No. of Past Runs to Include

· Will not include any more form runs than the number entered here.

Exclude Form Run if Older than xxxx days

· Any form runs older than today's race date - the number of days indicated will be
omitted from calculations.

Clear Bet Selector Fields

· The following Bet Selector fields have some impact on the final ranking. IMP (improver),
DOK (distance ok!), FOK (form ok!), WNF (winning form), LBD (last best distance).
The first time the Generate PPFA BAse Ratings is run, these fields, together with Bet
Selector's TBASE (Base Rating), are saved in the horse's owner field using the legend
and format described above. For each of these checkboxes that is checked, PPFA will
clear the current value in Bet Selector. For each unchecked checkbox, Bet Selector's
original value will be restored.

Distance, Change Down & Up for Top & 2nd Levels

· When analysing past runs, PPFA attempts to establish if the distance change from the
Form Run being processed and today's race is acceptable to you.  This is done by
allowing the end-user to enter their own distance criteria. The first distance you enter
should be the lowest distance to apply the range to and  each next distance should be
higher until the last distance whose Distance should be equal to the value entered in the
2nd Last Distance + 1.

When checking, PPFA compares if the RACE DISTANCE is less than or equal to the
Distance Value entered, commencing with the 1st Distance then applies the 'upper' and
'lower' range.  If the Race Distance is GREATER than the value entered in the Last 
Distance, then these criteria will apply.

PPFA maintains a Hi/Lo Distance Range for Level 1 and Level 2 Distance Criterias for
each race and then attempts to match each Form Run. The Form Run is then qualified
as a Level 1, Level 2 or if the Form Run Distance is not matched with either of the Hi/Lo
ranges a Level 3.
PPFA then calculates the new Base Rating matching the Qualifier with the appropriate
percentages for each Form Run. The percenatge is applied to Bet Selector's TRT
rating.
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No. of runs to use when generating Base Rating

· After gathering, qualifying and sorting the horse's past form runs, how many of these
runs should be used when calculating the new Base Rating.

Percentages

· After gathering, qualifying and sorting the horse's past form runs, what percentage of
the form run's TRT, (CIS), should be used when calculating the new Base Rating.
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6 Update Functions

PPFA 'Update Functions' are generally procedures which update the data in Bet Selector.
They are written as individual procedures to allow the end-user to make selective
updates. The topics included in this chapter will introduce you to the purpose of each
procedure.

6.1 Batch Updates

Batch Updates is the engine room of PPFA. This screen offers all of the
procedures that you would normally run to generate the Race Day
Browsers. The Auto Group Select offers you the ability to automatically
select the appropriate options using 1 click. This group acts like a toggle
switch. When you click a button in this group, all other buttons in the
group will switch off and depending whether the button you clicked is ON
or OFF the appropriate update procedures above will be switched ON or
OFF.

Default Download Tote

· Displays available totes for the "Download Tote"
procedure. The default tote is the tote you selected in
the 'File Maintenance', 'System Parameters', 'System
Form Analysis', 'System TAB' window.

Download BestForm

· Takes you directly to Bet Selector's "Download
BestForm" where you can choose the meetings you
want to download.

Select Date Range

· Displays available dates with today’s date highlighted.
Click ok or select your date range then click ok.

· You must "Select Date Range" before "Process Date
Range" is allowed.

Process Date Range

· You must have at least 1 update procedure and a valid
date range selected before "Process Date Range" is
allowed.

· Clicking on this button will execute each of the
procedures selected. During processing a progress
window will display. As each procedure completes, an
appropriate message will display to the right of the
option in the Batch Updates screen

[Auto Group Select] - Daily DataBase Updates

· This option activates all the PPFA functions that need to
be run to update the PPFA databases. You would
normally only need to run these options once for each
date range. Only options that users are licensed to run
will be selected. If users do not wish to run any
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particular function, untick the box. Included is the Update
horse form New function that ensures the latest data
has been added to the database prior to running today’s
races

[Auto Group Select] - Daily Procedures

· This option activates all the PPFA functions that need to
be run to generate the Race Day/Times  Browsers. You
would normally run these options once for each date
range. Reasons for re-running these options would be
Scratchings, Track Condition Changes, Adjustments to
the System Parameters after having run these
procedures for the day, Changes to the PPFA
Databases after having run these procedures for the
day.

[Auto Group Select] - Procedures for Selected Races

· During the day track conditions may alter, users can
now select the races required and only run the
procedures over the selected races. The functions that
will be run are in highlighted in BLUE

1. Tick procedures for selected races
2. Click selected races.
3. Browser opens displaying today's meetings. Choose

'Clear Selections' to remove any previously selected
races. Alternatively, Double-Clicking on a race in the
'Selected Races' browser will remove it form the
'Selected Races'.

4. Select the meeting required by double click on the
name of meeting. Races will be displayed in the 'Races
for' browser.

5. In the GOING column double click on the race/races
that you wish to change (one at a time). A drop down
menu opens, select the new track conditions as
required.
NB In ver 5, you now only need to change the track
condition once or alternatively, select the first race for
which you want to make a track condition change then
click on the "Batch Process" button. In the resulting
window, you can select the track condition then click
the radio buttons of your choosing.
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"Add to Selected Races" adds the races to the "Selected
Races Window"
"Clear Selected Races" will clear the "Selected Races
Window" before adding the new races
"Process All Races" will process ALL races for the selected
Meeting
"Process form Current" will process from the race you
selected before clicking the "Batch Process" button

6. Double clicking on a race in the Racename column will
add the selected race to the 'Selected Races' in the
bottom browser

7. CLOSE this window when completed
8. Cick Process Selected Races. A display box will

indicate that you are about to update, continue. 
9. This procedure may be required several times for

various meetings throughout the day, repeat the
procedures BUT when selecting new races, CLEAR
any previous races listed in the browser by clicking
CLEAR SELECTIONS.

[Auto Group Select] - Procedures for End of Day

· Once all the races have been completed this option will
download the results for viewing In Race Times not
filtered RM.dbf (under file maintenance) and the preset
filters can be applied to view the performance of the
runners that were time ranked.

· This function can be run at the start of the day if users
wish to have a list of runner’s highlighted based on
number of times it has appeared in the time rankings
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and its rated position. Users can select options under
pre set filters

[Auto Group Select] - Historical Processing

· By selecting this option users may re process PAST
data for a selected date range. 

· Tick historical processing option, select date range,
enter upper and lower dates and then process date
range.

· Please note that ALL functions will be applied except
Black Book option as this changes daily and past
comments are not retained.

· It is important to note that it is not prudent to process
past data over 6 months old, the variables in the times
will have changed and this has a significant bearing on
the rating. It must also be noted that if at any stage the
process encounters corrupted data it will STOP.

· If you are contemplating run historical data, please
ensure that you check all the meetings in BS for the
period under consideration and delete the possible
meetings that can cause problems. Experience has
shown that most meetings with less than 7 races are
generally of poor quality and are in most cases NON
TAB meetings (picnics etc) In most cases this will
mainly apply to users of BESTFORM as the download
includes all these meetings. Once you have
downloaded and run update Horse Form NEW, it may
be prudent to delete these meetings as they have
caused issues in the past.

6.1.1 Update Horses NEW

Scan all horses from the meetings of the selected date range and update the Horse
DataBase.
This database is used to cross reference for duplicate horse names from different
countries...

e.g. "A Dollar Short" races in Australia and New Zealand and needs to be flagged whether
a duplicate horse or not. If the same horse is racing in both countries then it is flagged as
a NON Duplicate, otherwise, it is a Duplicate.

Using this database, PPFA can extract the appropriate horseform when processing
updates.
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6.1.2 Update Horse Form NEW

This function will update the Horse Form Database with the latest form downloaded in Bet
Selector. The difference between this function and the Update Horse Form ALL is that
this function only adds any horseform records since your last update whereas the Update
Horse Form ALL totally re-creates the PPFA HorseForm database.

6.1.3 Update Horse Form w Trainers ALL/NEW

This procedure will update the Horse Form Database with any Trainers missing from the
HorseForm Database.

This procedure is required as the downloaded data only includes the Trainer names for
today's races.  All historical form excludes the Trainer name for past runs.

This procedure does not require any parameters such as date ranges as it is totally
dependant on any missing Trainer names in the HorseForm database.

This procedure would normally be run after "Updating HorseForm NEW".

6.1.4 Update Horse Form w Field Strengths - NEW

This procedure will update the Horse Form Database with the appropriate PPFA Field
Strength for each form run.

The Field Strength for each Form Run is then displayed in the RaceTimes Browser's
HorseForm lookup allowing you to quickly see what type of races this horse has run in the
past.

6.1.5 Generate PPFA Base Ratings

This procedure will generate PPFA's own Base Rating using Bet Selector's TRT, (CIS),
rating from each form run. It will overwrite the original rating. The following Bet Selector
fields will be saved in the horse's owner field using the <E> legend.

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6.1.6 Update Market Percentages

This procedure will update the Market Percentages stored in Bet Selector.
The values stored will be read from the Market Percentages Database, MPC.dbf, which
you can edit using File Maintenance. See Steve's workbook on this topic for more
information.

6.1.7 Download Tote

This procedure will connect to OzBet or UniTab and update today's meetings with
relevant data as per the user selected options.
The tote used will be the tote selected in the "Default Download Tote" selection box at the
top of the "Batch Updates" screen.

6.1.8 Reverse Updates

This facility has been made available so that users may remove all adjustments and restore the

original base ratings to Bet Selector.  To implement, you need to run this procedure and then go

into Bet Selector and go to Edit / Scr and click next through ALL the races and ALL meetings

to which you have applied this function. Alternatively, you can choose to run the Remove Option

on a daily basis, and then you can restore the ratings by running the Bet Selector Program and

then Race Tab Live which will re-adjust the markets.

 

6.1.9 Update BS w Jockey and Last Run

Date Range Required

This function will implement all Jockey Penalties and make any adjustments for form based on

days since last run as per the System Parameter Criteria

6.1.10 Update BS w Trainer Bonuses

Update BS w Trainer Bonuses

This function will implement all Trainer Bonus/Penalties.

6.1.11 Trainer/Jockey Combination - Bonus/Penalties

Using the procedure for creating Trainer/Jockey combinations you may assign Jockeys to
Trainers and set a Bonus or Penalty for when a horse has that combination.

This update procedure will identify any Trainers you have setup the Trainer/Jockey
database and if an associated Jockey is riding the horse then the Bonus or Penalty is
applied.
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NB: See Steve's Workbooks for more information.

6.1.12 Update BS w Low Grade Track Penalties

As many are aware, BS ratings on low grade tracks such as picnic meetings, non tab etc can

6.2 OLD Updates Menu

These are the procedures in the original Updates Menu [OLD MENU]

6.2.1 Update PPFA HorseForm - NEW

This function will update the Horse Form Database with the latest form downloaded in Bet
Selector.

After selecting this option, a window will open with To and From dates listed.  Select the
date range you wish to process and run.  This will scan fields for any previously unlisted
riders and add them to the Jockeys database. To check if any jockeys have been added
to the Jockeys database, once this procedure has completed, go to File Maintenance,
Jockeys, Filters, New Jockeys. The jockeys now displayed in the data browser will be only
NEW jockeys. You can now adjust the default ratings with penalty ratings for all venues.
When you have made the changes, you should uncheck the IS_NEW checkbox which is
one of the last columns of the browser. You will need to use the slider in the window or
maximise the window to see this column. When you uncheck this checkbox, the record
will disappear from view as your current filter is set for NEW jockeys only and, as you
have now changed the jockey to NOT new, it will no longer display. Alternatively, you may
choose not to change New Jockeys from True to False and run the Reset Jockeys from
NEW to NOT NEW option in one of the Update Selections Menus. Reset Jockeys from
NEW to NOT NEW saves you the trouble of changing each record as you go by
automatically scanning ALL new jockeys and resetting them to NOT new.

6.2.3 Update Trainers

6.2.22 Reverse ALL PPFA Changes to Bet Selector

Total reset of the data can be achieved by deleting the meeting/s in question and re-
downloading them.
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6.2.23 Reset Jockey Weights to Published Weights

When all of the Jockey Updates have been processed, the 'Published Weight' is adjusted
to reflect the actual weight being carried by the horse.

This procedure will reset the Weight to the 'Published Weight'.
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7 Race Day Browsers

PPFA has 3 Race Day Browsers;

1. The original 'Lightweight' Browser - No longer required

2. The RaceDay Browser with TImes - 'RaceTimes Browser'
This is the browser of choice where you can see the Races, Runners, RaceTimes and
Field Strengths all on the 1 screen.

3. The 'Edit Browser' - Allows you to adjust an individual horse's rating with instant
updating of the Bet Selector data and the browser re-organising the fields into the newly
ranked order.

Within the browsers are sub-browsers. Each sub-browser displays groups of data such
as, RACES, RUNNERS, FIELD STRENGTHS, TIMES etc. Furthermore, double-clicking
on some fields/rows will open another window containing sub-browsers with more
information such as HORSEFORM, JOCKEY stats, TRAINER stats, POSITION IN
RUNNING etc.

In most sub-browsers, you can choose which columns from the underlying database you
wish to display and also choose the order in which those columns are displayed. If you
save the column layout then it can be restored either as your default or on demand.

You can choose your columns by clicking on the Header Row of the sub-browser ..or..
clicking on one of the setup buttons when they are displayed. Below are the buttons
displayed whilst the RaceDay Browser's HorseForm window is visible.

When these buttons are not displayed in the sub-browser, you can click on the Header
Row which will present a dialog similar to that displayed above.
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The buttons are self explanatory, however, when you click on the "Choose...." button a
screen similar to the following will display.
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This button will add the selected field in the "Available Fields" to the "Selected
Fields"
This button will remove the selected field in the "Selected Fields"

This button will add ALL fields in the "Available Fields" to the "Selected Fields"

This button will remove ALL fields from "Selected Fields"

You may now organise the fields into the order you want by individually selecting them
in the "Selected Fields" window then clicking on the "UP" or "DOWN" button to move
them up or down in the list.

You can also organise your columns directly in the sub-browser by dragging the
HEADER to the position you want. Don't forget to "Save Current Field Layout" if
you want to re-use the layout.

If you want your "Saved Layouts" to automatically display each time you open a particular
browser then you need to switch your desired options ON in the System Setup, Setup
after Installs .26
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7.1 Race Day Browser

Race Day – Race Day Browser

This window displays 2 browsers, RACES and RUNNERS. The data displayed is the result of

your latest “Generate Race Day Sheets” procedure.

All races are displayed in Jump Time Order according to your selected “Home State”.

The columns displayed in each browser can be changed by using the “Choose Columns” button

in either the “Races” or “Runners” group of buttons.  A list box will open and give you options to

select or remove the columns you wish to view.

The first five columns have a different colour to indicate that the race is selected

The only column you may edit is the PRNT column where you may flag the races you want to

print or bet in.  Use the Spacebar or Click Twice to change the checkbox.

You may navigate to any Row/Race and the appropriate fields will be displayed in the Runners

Browser.

RUNNERS BROWSER

This browser has similar features to those described above with the following additions

The screen display is colour coded to highlight the top 2 rated runners, 3rd and 4th rated runners

and then for the benefit of novelty punters, 5th-8th are also colour coded for easier selection.

In addition, the user has the ability to view a runners form, ( only if the Horse Form Update

procedures have been run ), on screen by double-clicking on the runner or adding a Black Book

comment by changing the status of the checkbox.

It is important to note that depending on how you access this browser, the horse’s form or the

Black Book checkbox may not respond. Simply moving off the row or pressing the UP

ARROW key will correct this.

HORSE FORM BROWSER:

Double-Clicking on a horse will open a window displaying all the details of its form.   This

window presents the user with the same ability to select the columns displayed as described

above.

BLACKBOOK

The Black Book function has been integrated with the Race Day Browser to allow runners to be

selected after the race by checking the box next to each runner. The horse is then stored in the

Black Book Database with if you add one or without if you don’t add Comment and Bonus/

Penalty and will automatically appear checked when this horse is racing next.   Clicking on that

horse in the Runners Browser will display the Black Book Comment. If, after the current race,

the user does not wish to retain the runner in the Black Book, simply clearing the checkbox will

remove the horse from the Black Book database.  If you wish to retain, simply leave checked

and it will be highlighted at its next run.

The Bonus/Penalty can be automatically applied if the horse is running on the day you

choose when Running the “Update Selections”, “Update BS w Blackbook Entries”.

When making the comments in the race day browser, highlight the Black Box Checkbox for the

runner required, then hit the SPACE bar which will tick the box.  Now press ENTER key. 

Input box opens to allow comment to be entered and Bonus/Penalty to be entered.  After

comment is made, enter Bonus using a + key to prefix the number or a – key to prefix a

Penalty.  When completed click OK and details are added to database.  Once Black Book

adjustments have been made on the day, runners can be removed in 2 ways, within the race day

browser highlight the Ticked boxes, hit space bar, tick will be removed and runner removed

from database.  Other option, File Maintenance, Black Book, Preset Filters, set to racing2day,

Edit mode, set to Active.  You can then delete all the records by highlighting and clicking delete

button. This function should only be performed AFTER the Blackbook adjustments have been

made.
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7.2 Race Day Browser w Times

Race Day – Race Times Analysis Browser

PPFA has combined the ratings browser and the Field strength browser with the Four (4) times
browsers so that users can view all the data on one screen for analysis.
 
After running the PPFA functions, open the Race Day Browser with Times.
 
Users now have the option to set the fields for display in any order you choose, double click on
any heading in the Browser you wish to set, A box will open giving you the options to select your
settings, once you have made your selections SAVE CURRENT FIELD LAYOUT, each time
you open the browser it will have the default settings, simply click on any heading and select
RESTORE SAVED FIELD LAYOUT.
 
Please note:  The 1st time you open the Race Day Browser with Times you will need to
choose your fields to display then click the option to Save current Field layout.   All subsequent
uses with simply require the option to restore saved field layout.
NB: Ver 5 allows for the automatic restoration of your default views.
 
View the horses form by double clicking on the name of the Horse in the Runners & Ratings
Window.
View the Position in Running by double clicking on the Race in the Races Window.
Edit the BlackBook details by clicking on the "BB" button to the right of the BlackBook
comment.
Add or delete a BlackBook Comment by Ticking or -Unticking the BB Box in the Horses
window.
Checkout the System Colours for an explanation of the different colors
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7.2.1 Races

The 'Races Browser' within the 'Race Day Browser w Times' displays today's races in
jump time order according to the local time in your selected state.

If you want a reminder before the 'Jump' time then check the 'ALARM' checkbox adjacent
to the race.

7.2.2 Runners

The 'Runners Browser' within the 'Race Day Browser w Times' displays the runners for
the selected race in rated order.
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7.2.3 Times Filtered RM RMW & RMWD

The 'Times Browsers' (4) within the 'Race Day Browser w Times' displays today's
runners listed in order of the best time ranking for past from runs.

There are 4 'Times Browsers' and they can be identified by the heading colour and the
RANK_??? column.
The browsers with the pink headings (3), are 'qualified' runs which means that the track
condition of today's race must be similar to today's race. This is the RANK_RM browser.

The RANK_RMW has been adjusted for distance.
The RANK_RMWD has been adjusted for distance and weight.
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7.2.4 Times UN-Filtered RM

The 'Times Browsers' (4) within the 'Race Day Browser w Times' displays today's
runners listed in order of the best time ranking for past from runs.

There are 4 'Times Browsers' and they can be identified by the heading colour and the
RANK_??? column.
The browser with the light blue heading (1), displays the horses fastest run.

The RANK_RM - NO adjustments for weight or distance.

7.2.5 Field Strengths

The 'Field Strengths Browser' within the 'Race Day Browser w Times' displays today's
runners listed in Field Strength Adjustment order.

The 'Field Strength Adjustment' is a special internal PPFA calculation and is based on
PPFA's Filed strength applied to each race including today's race.
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7.3 Edit Browser

This browser is similar to the Race Times Browser with some subtle differences. The
major of the differences is that the Races are listed by Track then by Race No. so that
you can concentrate on 1 meeting at a time.

The 'Edit Browser' will allow you to easily make any manual adjustments that users feel
are appropriate. In the past these manual changes required continual switching between
Bet selector and PPFA screens, adjusting the base rating in Bet Selector and then having
to re generate the race day sheets in PPFA with the new rated order and having to repeat
the process every time an adjustment was made.

Using the Edit Browser, you can make manual adjustments to the TBASE and the
rankings for the whole field will automatically re-calculate as soon as the adjustment is
committed. Users will now simply make the adjustment in the EDIT BROWSER and this
will automatically be reflected in Bet Selector and PPFA Race Day Sheets. This allows
users to view all the relevant information required to make an informed decision on one
screen with the Field Strengths and Times boxes displayed, the Black Book comment
available with all comments listed and all information displayed in the columns selected by
users as being important in their analysis. As the manual adjustments are made, the
ratings are re calculated and displayed immediately (these are also changed in Bet
selector and in the Race day Sheets automatically).

The time saving and the ease in making manual adjustments are significant.

To make adjustments, change the TBASE value of the horse you wish to adjust. As soon
as your adjustment is committed, the ratings will re-calculate and the MAN_ADJ column
will reflect the amount by which you have adjusted the TBASE.
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The original Ranking is displayed in the RANK column and then adjusted as manual
changes are made. All manual adjustments are highlighted in GREEN for a plus and RED
for a minus to the original base rating. The base rating is highlighted in YELLOW.

Users can set up which columns of data they choose to have displayed
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8 Running PPFA Procedures

RUNNING PPFA

To implement PPFA adjustments the following procedure is advised:

1.      In Bet selector, after downloading the appropriate date/meetings, run Race TAB live to get
track conditions and scratchings

2.      Close bet selector

3.      Run PPFA

4.      From the PPFA Drop-Down Menu at the top of your PPFA Screen, choose Updates,
Update Selections and run the following procedures: - Take care to select the correct
date range.

4.1.          Selection 1:      Update PPFA Horseform      NO Date Range Required

Selection 2:      Update Jockeys                       Date Range Required

Selection 3:      Update Trainers                      Date Range Required

Selection 4:      Update Missing Jockeys         Date Range Required

After running the above menu items,

4.1.1.     The PPFA HorseForm File will be updated with any new records found from your

latest Bet Selector Form Downloads.  This procedure only needs to be run

once after downloading any new Meetings from within Bet Selector.

4.1.2.     The Jockeys database will be updated with any Jockeys allocated to ride within the

date range you selected that do not exist in your Jockeys Database. You

may want to examine the Jockeys database where you can View by New

Jockeys allowing you to make the necessary adjustments if New Jockeys

exist.

4.1.3.     The Trainers database will be updated with any nominated Trainers within the date

range you selected that do not exist in your Trainers Database. You may

want to examine the Trainers Database where you can View by New

Trainers allowing you to make the necessary adjustments if New Trainers

exist.

4.1.4.     The Missing Jockeys database will be updated with the names of any horses which have

not at this time been allocated a rider.  It will also replace the BLANK

JOCKEY NAME of the jockey in the Bet Selector data to “-MR-”.  When

viewing data in Bet Selector and you notice a Jockey Name of “-MR-” then

you know that PPFA has made this adjustment.  This is done to prevent Race

Tab Live Updates from resetting the jockey adjustments after you have made

changes. You may want to examine the Missing Jockeys Database ( File
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Maintenance Menu ) where you can print a list. You will then need to get the

Missing Jockeys from TAB information and return to PPFA, then from the

Menu, select Updates, Apply Missing Jockeys. A list of Runners with Missing

Jockeys will be listed on the Left of the Page with the Jockey Data Base on

the Right Select the first horse whose rider is missing, then find the Allocated

Jockeys name in the Jockey List.  A Double-Click in the Jockey List will

assign the Jockey to the Missing Jockeys list and automatically progress the

Missing Jockeys list to the next horse. ( Once the jockey has been updated

the row will be GREEN,  WHITE rows indicate that the rider has not been

updated. )  Scroll or page up/down to find jockey name as required. If you

click in the Surname column of the Jockeys List and type the name you are

looking for, a progressive search bar will appear on the bottom of the list.  

Pressing RETURN key will execute the search.

Once all Missing Jockeys have been entered Click on Update Bet Selector

Button.  This will apply the Missing Jockey Names into Bet Selector Note:

This needs to be done before running Update Jockeys which will then apply

the Jockey ratings. You will not be required to make manual jockey

adjustments in Bet Selector unless there is NO RIDER NOTIFIED

NOTE:  You may exit this program and return later and your selections will

be present.  Running this routine multiple times will not adversely affect your

data.

The above databases can be accessed from the File, PPFA File Maintenance

Menu.

Selection 15 Generate Race Times Sheets/Ratings – UNLIMITED ONLY

Take care to select the correct date range.

If you are using the Field Strength feature of PPFA and maintaining your own

databases, you will need to check for and ADD any Missing Field Strengths.  If you

have subscribed to the PPFA DATABASE UPDATES, these additions will be sent

to you.

4.2.          Go to File Maintenance/Field Strength AUDIT

4.3.          Select Preset Filters and choose Missing Field strengths.  This will give you a list of the
Missing Field Strengths.  You can print the Missing Field Strengths out via Print/
Standard report or if you prefer, jot them down.
Close the Field Strengths Audit window.

4.4.          If you have any Missing Field Strengths, go to File Maintenance, Field Strengths.
To add a record, click in the Key ID column and type details of the first Missing
Field Strength. EG, if you are missing CLS2NSWWEDX, if you type
CLS2NSWWED then press RETURN KEY, it will take you to a the first record
that matches your search.  To create a new Field Strength record, select an existing
record similar to the one you wish to create then click on the CLONE RECORD
button.  This will duplicate the currently selected record and you will now see 2
records with the same KEY.  Now set the Edit Mode to Active, Double-Click on
the new record and change the details as  required.  Don’t forget to assign an
appropriate Field Strength Rating [FSTR].  Repeat this procedure for each Missing
Field Strength.

4.5.          Close the Field Strengths Window

4.6.          You may now re-run the Update Selections, Update Form Field Strength to fix the
Missing Field Strengths.

5.      Close PPFA

6.      Re-Open Bet Selector, choose RUN, SYSTEM SELECTOR and run the AUTO
UPDATE PPFA system which will re-calculate the BS ratings with the new PPFA
adjustments.  If you do not have the Auto Update PPFA already set up, simply go into Bet
Selector and create a system test called AUTO UPDATES PPFA.  No rules need to be set
as this has been designed to re calculate all PPFA adjustments.

 
6.1.          If you don’t have Race TAB Live, you must go into Bet Selector and Edit

Scratchings then click Next through each race for each meeting for all
adjustments to be implemented

7.      If during the course of the day the track conditions change, it is recommended that a
manual adjustment be made in Bet selector. Only alter track conditions from the race no.
where the track condition changed. This is done by running Bet Selector, choosing Edit
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Scratchings, Select the Track Condition of the race where you want the change to start, then
click Next through to the last race. EXIT Bet Selector and run PPFA.  In PPFA run the
function Update Form Analysis.  EXIT PPFA. Re-run Bet Selector.  Go to edit
scratchings, select the 1st race where conditions have changed, then click next race until
meeting completed. The TAB's are very slow in updating track conditions; in most cases
they do it at the end of the day. DONT RUN RACETAB LIVE after you have made
manual adjustment to track conditions as this will override the manual Track Condition
adjustments you have just made. If you are SURE the TAB service has updated to the latest
Track conditions, then it would be safe to re-run Race TAB Live. After this has been done,
EXIT Bet Selector, re-run PPFA, got Updates and re-run Generate Race Day Sheets so
that you are viewing the latest ratings in the Race Day Browser.

NOTE: In the event of track condition changes, all previous ratings are removed for that
track only and re-applied with appropriate adjustments for the new track conditions

8.1.          After completing all of the above, if adjustments are made to any of the following

you MUST re-run Generate Race Day Sheets to reflect those changes

8.2.          Any jockey changes or missing jockeys-- after making your manual adjustments in Bet

Selector you will need to click the update button immediately below the BASE

RATING. Using either of the other two update buttons will reset Bet selector

defaults and nullify all adjustments. made in Bet Selector This needs to be done for

every race where adjustments have been made

8.3.          Late scratchings If any runner is scratched you will need to manually apply the scratching

in Bet selector then in PPFA updates, re-run actual barrier positions and update

barrier penalties/bonus functions

8.4.          Track condition changes as described above
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9 DataBases

The Databases used by PPFA and Bet Selector are 'dBase' files.

The field names are restricted to 10 characters and those field
names used by the program can sometimes be cryptic to the end
user.

The structure of the databases used by PPFA and Bet Selector
have been presented for user reference.

It is not necessary to study this chapter, however, from time to
time when you need to better understand the purpose of a
particular field/s, you can use this chapter to see an explanation of
the field/s purpose.

The databases are presented in 'Table' format and an explanation
of each column is provided below.

Field
Name

The 'Field Name', limited to 10 characters. This is the name you will most
commonly see when viewing the data in PPFA or Bet Selector

Type
Each field's content is restricted to it's 'Field Type', see below for an
explanation of the 'Field Types'

Field
Length

The maximum length of the field. If the field is numeric, this includes the
decimal point where 'Decimals' is greater than zero. eg; If the 'Field Length'
is 5 and the 'Decimals' is 2 then the higest number which can be stored is
'99.99' and the lowest number would be '-9.99'. Both the examples are 5
wide.

Decimals
This is the maximum width of the decimals. eg; 1 = tenths, 2 = one
hundredths and so on.

10.1 Overview

Except for the State Times and the System Parameters which are fully explained
under their respective topics, all other databases are viewed/edited using a common
interface.  Buttons on the right-hand side of the window Can all be accessed by
Hotkey Alt+? Where the Question Mark is replaced by the Underlined Letter in the
Button Title.

The features of this new interface are explained below.
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Tip:

The column widths in the browser can be changed by moving the cursor to the line
which separates the field names in the header row. The cursor will change to a cross-
hair and you can drag the columns wider or narrower. You can also use drag and drop
to rearrange the columns by dragging and dropping the column description.

The File Maintenance Screen
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The Edit Record Button  Alt+E 

Clicking the Edit Record Button opens a new window displaying data from the currently selected record in the File
Maintenance Window, ready for editing. You may also navigate to other records from within the Edit Window.

The Add New Record Button  Alt+A 

Clicking the Add New Record Button opens a new window displaying all fields with blank data. You may now enter the data
in the displayed fields then click the Add button to add the record and return to the File Maintenance Window with the newly
added record displayed. Clicking the Cancel button will return you to the File Maintenance Window with nothing changed.
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The Clone Record Button  Alt+C 

Selecting a record in the Browser then clicking the Clone Record Button will
automatically create a copy of your currently selected record.  Useful when adding
similar records – eg Barriers.

Most databases have indexes which allow the system to quickly find records based on
the currently selected index. Some indexes are UNIQUE meaning that only one record
with that KEY can exist in the database. - eg Barriers BCODE field is UNIQUE
becuase if two records existed with the same BCODE, the system would not know
which record to use when applying Bonus/Penalties.

When you attempt to CLONE a record which has a UNIQUE Index Key, you will be
prompted to enter new data for any fields which are used to make UNIQUE indexes.
Using the 'Barriers' database example, if you CLONE a record you are presented with
a window requesting the new data for the BCODE field. Once you have entered the
new BCODE, the record will be added with an exact photocopy of the record you are
CLONING except for the BCODE field which will contain the data you were prompted
for.

e.g.; You want to add a new 3,000 metre distance for Canberra so you select the
ACT1900 record to clone. When prompted for the BCODE field you enter ACT3000
and on accepting you will have a new copy of the ACT1900 record with the only
difference being the BCODE field which will be ACT3000. You may now make any
changes to the ACT3000 record as required.

The Delete Record Button

Deleting records in DBASE is not permanent unless the database is subsequently 'PACKED'. Clicking the Delete Record Button
will delete the currently selected record by flagging it as 'DELETED'.  The 'Show Deleted Records' button is a toggle button which
switches between showing and hiding deleted records. The default is 'DON'T Show deleted Records' so if you delete a record it
will disappear from the view. Switching on the Show Deleted Records will display deleted records DIMMED.  When selecting a
Deleted Record in the browser the button text will change to UN-Delete and you may recover the Deleted Record. It naturally
follows that you can only view deleted records when the Show Deleted Records button is ON.

In the examples below, 'Show Deleted Records' is on. Figure 1 shows ZZ002 and ZZ003 dimmed because they are deleted.

As a deleted record is not selected, the button in Figure 2 displays 'Delete'.

In Figure 3, the same records are displayed, however, in Figure 3, ZZ002 is selected so the button description changes to Un-
Delete as seen in Figure 4. Pressing the 'Un-Delete' button will recover record ZZ002
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Figure 1 Figure 2 Figure 3 Figure 4

You may safely test these procedures with your own databases by selecting a record then deleting it. It will disappear from the
view. Selecting 'Show Deleted Records' will bring the deleted record back in to view albeit displayed dimmed. Selecting the
deleted record will change the description on the 'Delete' button to 'Un-Delete'. Clicking the 'Un-Delete' button will restore the
record.

The Show Deleted Records Button

The 'Show Deleted Records' button is a toggle button which switches between
showing and hiding deleted records. See the Delete Record Button for a full
explanation.

The Create Filter Button

Allows the user to Create, Apply, Save, Load, their own tailor made filters.

The 'True' button is used with Logical Fields The 'False' button is used with Logical Fields

This is the 'Less Than' button This is the 'Less Than or Equal To' button

This is the 'Equals' button This is the "Exact Equals' Button

This is the 'Greater' button This is the 'Greater Than or Equal To' button

This is the 'NOT Equal To' button This button is used if you are filtering on a field which
contains a particular string
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The Preset Filters Drop-Down List

PPFA has prepared filters for those databases it deems necessary.  Clicking on the
little Down-Arrow on the right of the List Box will reveal the list if any Preset Filters
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Exist. You may then apply the filter by selecting it in the Drop-Down list. The browser
will change to displaying only those records that meet the filter criteria. The number of
records in the database is displayed in the top right hand corner of the File
Maintenance window. After applying a filter, then the number of records will change to
the number of records which meet the filter criteria.

The Edit Mode Drop-Down List

By default, each time you open a File Maintenance Window, the fields are READ
ONLY.  The Edit Button and Add Button open their own windows which over-ride the
Read-Only setting.  If you want to edit in the browser you must select an Edit Mode
first.

Clicking on the little Down-Arrow on the right of the List Box present the following
options;

Active
Edit in the current cell starts only by pressing the RETURN key or by
double-clicking the mouse button in the cell.

Sensitiv
e

Edit in the current cell is started, as soon as the left mouse button or
a valid key on the keyboard is pressed. The pressed key is taken
automatically to the edit.

Excel

Edit in the current cell is started, as soon as the left mouse button or
a valid key on the keyboard is pressed. The pressed key is taken
automatically to the edit. During the edit the browser behaves like
Microsoft Excel.

Edit is started automatically, as soon as a new cell is selected.

The Indexes Drop-Down List

Clicking on the little Down-Arrow in the right of the List Box will reveal the list of any
Indexes.  Not ALL, but most databases have associated Indexes. Choosing from the
Drop-Down List will re-arrange the records in the browser to your selected Index
Order.

The 'Open' and 'Close Index' buttons are for advanced use.
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The Show Selector Button

The Show Line Cursor Button

The Export Data Button

The Export Data button allows opens the following window whose information is linked to the database from which the window was opened.
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If a filter is active then only those records which meet the filter criteria will be exported.
If you design your own 'Field Layout' then only those fields will be included in the export.

Export Type:

Text (.txt) or Comma Separated (.csv)

Date Format:

Self Explanatory

Delimiters:

Allows you to define your own field delimiters for the field in a .CSV file

Open with application when done:

Will automatically choose the correct application to open your outputted file.
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Design Field Layout:

Allows selection of the fields to export

Load, Save, Manage Layouts:

Allows the saving of your currently selected layout or restoring a previous layout.  Each layout can be saved with a unique name.

Output Window:

Displays the current report settings including the number of fields in the underlying database and the filter description if a filter is active.

Searching

Selecting any column then typing an appropriate search for that column will automatically open a search
field on the bottom of the browser. e.g. If looking for a name then pressing any character, if looking for a
numeric then any number, a logical (YES/NO) then Y or N.  Once you have typed your search characters
then press the RETURN KEY and the search will be executed.  Each press of the RETURN KEY will find
the NEXT occurrence until there is no more then it will return to the first occurrence again.  Pressing the
Esc Key will close the Search Window.

10.2 Examples

Jockeys Database

Indexes:

JOSURNAME Jockey's in Alphabetical order by SURNAME
JOAPPREN All Jockey's ordered by whether they are APPRENTICES
JOSTATE All Jockeys will be listed by State
JOCKEY All Jockey's in alphabetical order of the NAME eg J A SMITH
JOSURNAM All Jockey's in alphabetical order of the SURNAME eg SMITH A J
JOSTATUS All Jockey's ordered by whether they are NEW
 

When searching for a Jockey, click on any Name in the Jockey Surname Column, type 3
or 4 letters of the SURNAME you require and press enter.  Pressing ENTER again will
navigate to the Next Jockey beginning with the same search characters.
 
Cloning Records:
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This function can be used when adding new Barriers etc and will save considerable time
by not having to manually put in new records

Click Clone record, continue to clone;

In the BARRIERS database, the BCODE field is a Unique Field, that is, you can’t have 2
records with the same Barrier Code, so you will be prompted for a new BCODE before
the record is appended to the database.

eg; You select CAU1100 and then click the Clone Record button.  You enter CAU1250
and a new record with BCODE == CAU1250 will be automatically generated with exactly
the same information as the CAU1100 record.

If you want to further edit the New Record, either change the Edit Mode to edit in the
Browser or click on the Edit Record Button ( Don’t forget you can also use the Accelerator
Keys )

The Clone Record Button  Alt+C 

Selecting a record in the Browser then clicking the Clone Record Button will
automatically create a copy of your currently selected record.  Useful when adding
similar records – eg Barriers.

Most databases have indexes which allow the system to quickly find records based on
the currently selected index. Some indexes are UNIQUE meaning that only one record
with that KEY can exist in the database. - eg Barriers BCODE field is UNIQUE
becuase if two records existed with the same BCODE, the system would not know
which record to use when applying Bonus/Penalties.

When you attempt to CLONE a record which has a UNIQUE Index Key, you will be
prompted to enter new data for any fields which are used to make UNIQUE indexes.
Using the 'Barriers' database example, if you CLONE a record you are presented with
a window requesting the new data for the BCODE field. Once you have entered the
new BCODE, the record will be added with an exact photocopy of the record you are
CLONING except for the BCODE field which will contain the data you were prompted
for.

e.g.; You want to add a new 3,000 metre distance for Canberra so you select the
ACT1900 record to clone.

You may now make any
changes to the ACT3000 record as required.

 
Creating Filters

Filters can be used to display only those records which match the filter criteria.  eg in
Jockeys, if you wanted to check ALL APPRENTICES with a Provincial Claim between 1.5
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and 4;

In plain English, we want all Jockeys who are Apprentices and their Provincial Claim is
Greater Than or Equal to 1.5 and Less Than or Equal to 4

In database code this equates to;

IS_APPREN .AND. PROV_ALLOW >= 1.5 .AND. PROV_ALLOW <= 4

The Create Filter window allows you to quickly and accurately generate this code with no
prior knowledge of the coding syntax.

The Create Filter Button

Allows the user to Create, Apply, Save, Load, their own tailor made filters.

The 'True' button is used with Logical Fields The 'False' button is used with Logical Fields

This is the 'Less Than' button This is the 'Less Than or Equal To' button

This is the 'Equals' button This is the "Exact Equals' Button

This is the 'Greater' button This is the 'Greater Than or Equal To' button

This is the 'NOT Equal To' button This button is used if you are filtering on a field which
contains a particular string
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Click Create Filter and execute the steps outlined below to create the example filter.

In the Field List, highlight the IS_APPREN field.

When you highlight a field the system knows its charateristics and in this case it knows
that this field is a Logical field meaning it can only have values of TRUE or FALSE so the
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only Operation Buttons available to the right of screen are the TRUE and FALSE buttons.

As we only want Apprentices, click on the TRUE button and you will see the IS_APPREN
field displayed in the 'Prototype' entry box. When checking Logical Fields, TRUE is the
default so nothing more needs to be entered. Try clicking on the FALSE button and you
will see a '!' prefix the IS_APPREN in the Prototype entry box. The "!" is database code for
NOT EQUAL, therefore, the filter will not include Apprentices. Now click the TRUE button
again and you will see the "!" disppear.

Press the CONFIRM button and the code will be entered into the Code Window.

We now need to check the Provincial Allowance so highlight the PROV_ALLOW field in
the Field List. You will notice that the 'Numeric' radio button is on as the system knows
that this is a numeric field. As we want values equal to or greater than  1.5 press the
'Equal To or Greater Than' button and the Prototype Entry Box will display PROV_ALLOW
>= .... with the 4 dots highlighted. This is where you enter the value you are testing against
so go ahead and enter 1.5 - make sure you don't leave any dots after entering your value
as the dots are only there as a template for your data.

As we want both the IS_APPREN and the PROV_ALLOW to meet the criteria we click on
the 'and' button to add to the Code Window.

The Code Window will now display;

IS_APPREN .AND. PROV_ALLOW >= 1.5

As we are going to use the same field to add the next criteria, simply click on the 'Less
Than or Equal To' button and enter 4 in the highlighted area of the Prototype Entry Box
then click on the 'and' button.

The Code Window will now display;

IS_APPREN .AND. PROV_ALLOW >= 1.5 .AND. PROV_ALLOW <= 4

You are now ready to 'Validate the Filter', however, if you are going to use this filter
repeatedly, you can save the filter in the library so you can simply reload it when you want
to use it again.

If you don't want to save the filter simply click the 'Validate the filter' button and the
'Building a filter' window will close and the system will return to the database window with
only those records which match the filter being displayed.

To save the filter, click on the 'Library' button and the following window displays.
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Type in a name for your filter in the 'Filter name: ' entry box. eg 'JO_Appren_PA_1.5_to_4'
then click on the 'Save' button. The rest of the buttons in this window should be self
explanatory.

NB: When saving filters in the Library, PPFA recommends that you prefix the filter name
with an acronym for the Database.  This way you won’t try to apply a Jockey Filter to the
Barriers Database.

eg Jockeys JO, Barriers BA, HorseForm HF, Field Strengths FS, Field Strength Audit
FSA, etc etc

When you want to use it again, press the Create Filter button and return to the Build Filter
window. Click on the Library button and Load your saved filter then press Ok!

Now press the 'Ok' button which will return you to the 'Building a filter' window. Here you
can pres the 'Validate the filter' button which will close this window and return you to the
Jockeys File Maintenance window with the filter applied.

You can use any of three methods to remove the filter; 

1. Close the File Maintenance window
2. Click the 'Create Filter' button and validate the filter with an empty Code Window
3. Select 'Inactive' in the 'Preset Filters' list.

Creating Field Strengths

After running the “Update Field Strengths”, you should check if any Field Strength Codes
are missing by opening the Field Strengths Audit in File Maintenance.  After applying the
PRESET FILTER for “Missing Field Strengths”, if any Missing Field Strength Codes are
displayed, immediately open the Field Strengths by clicking File Maintenance, Field
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Strengths.  Reposition this window so you can see the Missing Field Strengths.  Now in
the Field Strengths Window you can search for the closest match to the Missing FS Code
and Clone that record.  The “Cloned” record will display right next to the original.  Change
the “Cloned” record to reflect the correct KEY_ID and FSTR Rating.  Repeat this
procedure for each Missing Field Strength.

HINT: In the Field Strengths Window, change the “Edit Mode” to “Active” as soon as the
Window Opens.  This will allow you to edit directly in the Browser by Double-Clicking in
the required cell.

10.3 Barriers

You may View/Edit/Add/Delete Barriers Codes for tracks by distance and set the
Bonus / Penalty to your liking.  The allowed values may be positive or negative.

To add a new record it is easiest to select a similar record in the File Maintenance
browser then choose to 'CLONE' that record which will create a copy of the selected
record. See 'Cloning Records'

When cloning records you may be prompted to enter a unique code.

The database has been designed to recognize distances within a range, EG: 1235m
at Albany will be recorded in the BCode column as ALN1200; any distance that is
located in the range from 1200 to 1299 will adopt this barrier penalty

NB:

When creating NEW Codes, please follow the existing format for creating the codes.

All distances in the code must use a 4 digit format… e.g. 0 to 999 must be entered as
0000 to 0999.

10.4 Base Ratings (PPFA)

You may View the audit created by PPFA's Generate
Base Ratings.

The Qualifies Field may contain a value from 1 to 3
where 1 is a Top Level match by Race Distance and
3 the lowest level match by Race Distance.

Furthermore, once the form runs have been
extracted, PPFA uses them to generate the Base
Rating. The Qualifies Field for these runs is
multiplied by 10 so these runs will sort to the bottom.

eg; Horsename "HORSE" has had 40 runs. In the
Base Ratings parameters, I have set the maximum
form runs to use to 25 and the runs to use to
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generate the Base Rating to 3. PPFA will extract the
first 25 of HORSE's 40 runs. Each of these runs will
be allocated a "QUALIFIES" number according to
how the run is matched to the distance parameters
entered into the Base Ratings Parameters.

These runs will now be sorted by Qualifies, by TRT.

As the maximum runs to use to generate the Base
Rating has been set to 3, only the 1st 3 of the sorted
runs will be used.

10.5 BlackBook

You may maintain your Black Book entries here. The Race Day Browser has the
facility to add entries on the fly. All entries in this database will automatically be flagged
in your Race Day Browser if the Horse is racing today.

In version 5 the Black Book has been re-designed to allow entries to be carried for up
to 4 runs. The number of runs that are carried forward from the original entry is
controlled by the end user by setting the System Parameters for the Black Book. - see
System Parameters Black Book.

The bonus applied works as follows;

When setting up the System's Black Book Parameters, you can set the number of
runs to carry forward the Black Book Entry and the % of the original Bonus/Penalty to
apply to runs 2, 3 & 4. Note that Penalties will always be applied at the original figure.
The Bonus/Penalty for runs 2, 3 & 4 are updated the first time you run the Black Book
Update. You may over-ride these figures at any time as the Black Book Update will
only overwrite them if they are ZERO.

The following screenshots should assist your understanding of the new Black Book
features.

10.8 Field Strengths Cross Ref

This database is used by PPFA to Cross Reference Field Strengths from the Race
File to the Horse Form File.

10.9 Form Analysis

View the adjustments made by PPFA. This feature is for reference only and rarely
used.
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10.10 Form Analysis Barriers

View Barrier Codes not found by PPFA when doing the Update Barriers.  Please note
that PPFA will automatically make the adjustment if the Code does not exist but a
code for the distance rounded down to the nearest 100 does exist.  E.g. Race is
CAU1065, code does not exist, but CAU1000 does exist, then PPFA will use the
CAU1000 to make appropriate adjustments. This feature is for reference only and
rarely used.

10.11 Form Analysis Low Grade Tracks

View the adjustments made by PPFA. This feature is for reference only and rarely
used.

10.12 HorseForm

View the Horse Form File created by PPFA. This feature is for reference only and
rarely used because it is available directly from the Race Day/Times/Edit Browsers by
double-clicking on the horse.

10.13 HorseForm Comments

View the Horse Form Comments you have added using the procedure available form
Change Meeting Details, Edit Bet Selector Ratings and RaceTimes Browser. This
feature is for reference only and rarely used because it is available directly from the
Race Times, Edit Bet Selector Ratings and the Change Meeting ( CMTD ) by double-
clicking on the horse.

10.14 Horses

With the inclusion of International racing PPFA has added a horse’s
database that lists all runners racing in Australia, NZ and HK. The racing
origin is ticked, if the runner is a duplicate it will have more than one racing
origin ticked. This is a vital function that needs to be monitored so that only
the relevant form is being used when assessing a horse and therefore the
correct bonus/penalties are being applied.

A fully updated Horses Database is supplied with your installation files. If you
want to create your own HORSES database from scratch, then you can run
the 'Create or Re-Create Horses ALL' procedure. This will generate a new
database dating back to the  FA_Start date recorded in your System
Parameters, see HM_Setup_Misc_Parameters  for the FA_Start date.
Alternatively, you may subscribe to the PPFA Database Updates and you
will receive by email a 'zipped' and fully updated HORSES database.

The HORSES database needs to be updated each time you download new
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meetings. When the database is updated using the 'Update Horses NEW'
procedure, any horses which are deemed to race in more than 1 country
will be flagged with a 'P' = PENDING in the Horses database DUPLICATE
field. Any horse with a 'P' in the Duplicate field of the Horses database is
awaiting the user  to flag it with a 'Y' = DUPLICATE or 'N' = NOT
DUPLICATE

e.g. A horse races firstly in Australia and then in Hong Kong. The update
procedure will identify that this horse has or is going to race in more than 1
country so the horse will be flagged with a 'P' in the Duplicate field. You will
need to check this horse's form and establish if it is the same horse or 2
different horses and flag the database field accordingly with a 'Y' if its a
duplicate and with a 'N" if not a duplicate, that is, its the same horse.

Using Bet Selector, download the fields, then, in PPFA Batch Updates, run
Update Horses New, (this is NOT update HorseForm NEW). This process
scans all newly downloaded races.

Under FileMaintenance in the top level drop-down menu, select Horses.
In the Preset Filters, select 'Pending'. This will show any horses pending
your establishing whether they are a duplicate or the same horse. If there
are any horses displayed then follow the procedures outlined below.

Under FileMaintenance in the top level drop-down menu, select Horses
Audit.
In the Preset Filters, select 'Updates'. This will show any horses updated
during the last update process. Using the information displayed here it is
easy to check the form of each horse using Bet Selector where you should
be able to establish whether the horse is a duplicate.

As can be seen in the below screenshots, both the Horses_Audit and the
Horses databases have been opened and positioned on the screen so as
both are visible. Bet Selector is also opened, and, as can be seen in the
Horses_Audit screen, the horse Incandescent is racing at Flemington in
Race 1 TAB# 4. A check in Bet Selector shows that this is a MAIDEN runner
and as the Horses database indicated that this horse is racing both in NZ
and Australia, it is obviously a Duplicate so it is flagged as a 'Y' in the
Horses database.

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Similarly, in the above Bet Selector 'View Past Form' screenshot for the
horse HURRAH, it can be seen that the horse HURRAH racing at Trentham
(NZ) in Race 9 TAB# 1 has previously raced in Australia and is therefore the
same horse so it will be flagged with a 'N' in the DUPLICATE field of the
Horses database as this is NOT a Duplicate, it is the same horse.

· Any horses in the Horses database which is listed with CREATE in the
type column is a newly added horse to the database and therefore does
not need checking. Any horse with UPDATE in the type column is a horse
that existed prior to the Update Process but has now been identified to be
racing in more than 1 country.

10.15 Horses_Audit

Under File maintenance, select horses’ audit, box opens Check for Multiple countries.

Any runner that DOES NOT appear in the horses database will be listed with CREATE in
the type column. These runners will be created and added to the database.

Using the Pre set filters, select Updates, if a runner is already in the horse’s database and
appears with a different racing origin, it will be listed. Users then need to check whether
this runner is a duplicate or the same horse racing in different country.

Open the horse form database and check the runners’ forms to make this determination,
once this has been done.
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10.16 Jockeys

Stores jockey and apprentice ratings for City, provincial and country tracks, these can
be edited by:

Any of the ratings may be adjusted to suit each users opinion, the apprentice claims
can be found at the following link and it is recommended that regular checks be made
on a monthly basis to make adjustments for reduction in allowances

Apprentice Claims

10.17 Jockeys - Missing

Please Note: This function has been superseded by the Apply Missing jockeys
Function under the updates Menu. The New Function is Detailed under the Heading
Running PPFA.

After running Update Selections, Update Missing Jockeys, A list of -MR-s with date,
Track Code, Race Ro, TAB No. and horse name is available to print, go to Print and
select standard report.  Use this list to make manual adjustments to Bet Selector’s
Jockeys.

10.18 Market Percentages

This database stores the percentages to apply when forming the market for each
race. You can set the Market Percentages for each day of the week and apply a
different percentage for CITY, PROVINCIAL & COUNTRY meetings.

The Market Percentages will be applied during Batch Updates.

· Updating Bet Selector when the races were not in sequential order fixed.  This was
mainly caused by NZ meetings which had both Thoroughbred and Trots on the same
card.

· Update Bet Selector for Field Strengths and Times exit if the dates do not match.

Changes in version 3.0.0

· Jockey Apprentice Claims now update the weight to be carried to the Actual Weight
after Apprentice Claim. Jockey Ratings:

The implementation of the Jockey Ratings has been adjusted so that Apprentice
Allowances are deducted from the Allocated Weight.  Eg Weight = 58.0, Allowance =
3.0, Bet Selector will show weight as 55.0. The weight carried has some impact on
the final rated price and we believe that this format will give a more accurate rated
price. Having changed the format it was necessary to adjust all the Jockey Ratings as
previously the calculation used was the rating less the allowance to give a net rating
and this was applied to the base rating. Under the new format, the rating is applied to
the base rating and the Apprentice Allowance is deducted from the Allocated Weight. 
Basically, the Weight Carried is the Actual Weight after Apprentice Allowance.
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· Jockey Allowances do not require the Apprentice Claim to be added to the Jockey
Allowance

· Field Strengths now displayed in Race Day Browser

· Ability to apply a Penalty or Bonus in the BlackBook

· Blackbook Penalty/Allowance can now be applied automatically

· Procedure to Fix Uppercase Jockey Names - prevents duplicates

· First-Up Penalty Re-Assessment

· Ability to Activate or De-Activate races to be included in Bet Selector Tests using
System Analyser ( Includes Race Classes )

· New File Maintenance procedures - Includes User Defined Filters, Record Cloning -
See manual for full description

· Race Day Browser also displays Field Strength Rankings & Data, Not notified riders
are highlighted.

· System Parameters now presented as Tab Pages - Easier to maintain - New Criteria

There have been requests to incorporate trainers into the ratings.  PPFA has created
a Trainers Database along similar lines to the Jockey Ratings.  All trainers are set to 0
and if you wish to give a bonus to any runners trained by a particular Trainer, then
adjusting the rating will apply the bonus when you run the appropriate Update
Selections procedure.  Eg If you adjust DK Wier from 0 to 1, any runner trained by DK
Wier will have 1.0 added to the Base Rating.

· All changes are displayed in either the Horse's Comment or Owner Field

· New Fully Rated Jockeys Database ( over 2,000 records )

13.1 Re-Index Databases

Re-Indexing the databases totally re-creates the indexes for
the selected databases.

Pack+Index re-builds the database then re-indexes. You may
use the Pack+Index facility to totally rebuild databases. This
feature is rarely used, however, in cases where you may
have deleted a lot of records, this feature will re-claim the
space taken by the deleted records. Also handy if you
suspect corruption in your databases.

Selecting the 'All Files' checkbox will automatically select ALL
options with the exception of the HorseForm database. This
is because the HorseForm database is rather large and may
take longer to re-index, even longer to Pack+Index so PPFA
leaves this option to the discretion of the user.

If you subscribe to the PPFA database updates, you will need
to Re-Index each time you have extracted your updated
database files to your PPFA folder.

13.2 Reset Race Times Archive

This feature will simply 'ZAP', ( remove ALL records ), from the RaceTimes_Archive
database so you have no records left in the archive.

Only use this feature if you want to restart your archiving of the
RaceTimes_NOT_Filtered_RM database.
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The RaceTimes_Archive accumulates the records from the
RaceTimes_NOT_Filtered_RM database when you run the 'Archive Race Times Data'
feature of 'Batch Updates'.

13.3 Change Meeting, Tack Code, etc

This feature will allow you to edit certain values relating to each meeting.

Its main function is to edit a meeting when it has been moved to a different track and your
data provider has not had the opportunity to update the new details.  Simply click on the
TCODE ( Track Code ) you want to change then click again to select a new track. Note
that once the TCODE has been changed the meeting will re-sort into alphabetical order
so you will need to reselect it once the change is made.  You can also edit the Race
Distances & Jump Times Active Flag and Going as required.  Don't forget to re-run your
updates and re-generate the RaceDay Sheets if you make any changes in this window.

The secondary feature is to delete meetings you do not want to include for your ratings.

"Delete Record" button deletes the currently selected meeting. Shortcut Tip: Alt+D

"Recall Record" button un-deletes a previously deleted meeting. Note that the "Recall
Record" button only displays if you have selected a previously deleted meeting. 
Shortcut Tip: Alt+R

You may close this window and return and still see the deleted meetings displayed albeit
in a different colour.  The deleted meetings are not permanently removed from the list until
you click on the "Pack+Re-Index Meetings DB" button ( Alt+P ).  PPFA recommends that
you click this button once you have finished deleting any meetings.

From ver 5, PPFA has included the ability to update the Trainer for each form run.  If you
delete a meeting using Bet Selector then the meeting is removed from BS's meetings
database and the associated data files for the deleted meeting are also deleted.  Using
PPFA's delete meeting procedures removes the meeting but does not delete the
associated data files. This is important as they remain available for PPFA to access and
update any trainer information.
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13.4 Set Active Flag in BS

PPFA recognises that many users apply system tests to the ratings when
fine tuning selections, testing for profitable betting strategies etc. For
accurate assessment the only way to ensure that only the correct races are
used to apply the rules to, was to go into Bet Selector and de-activate races
manually for testing purposes. With this in mind, PPFA has an option to
select races for testing based on Class; in addition races with un-raced
runners can be excluded from testing.  -e.g. If you wish to test a system on
Class1 and Class2 races only with races with un-raced runners not
included, the settings will be NO for include un-raced horses and the boxes
Class 1 and Class 2 will be ticked ( blue highlighted ). Click the Update
button to process which will offer you the option select a date range before
processing. When completed any tests by system analyser will only
included Class 1 and Class 2 races, all others will be de-activated for this
test.

Box opens listing the Classes.

Radio Buttons at top left of window offer option to include un-raced horses when setting
Classes to active, Yes will include races for testing if they have un-raced runners, No will
de-activate races with un-raced horses for testing purposes.

The 'Flag ALL Active' button will automatically set all check boxes in the ACTIVE column
to ON. If all Classes are to be included for testing, press this button. If you wish to test an
individual class or combination of classes, click the "Flag NONE Active' button then click
the check box alongside each Class you want to include for testing. Only race classes of
the selected classes will be considered.

The 'Flag NONE Active' button will automatically set all check boxes in the ACTIVE
column to OFF.

When selections have been made, clicking the Update button will open a date range box.
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Select the From and To dates you wish to process. This will de activate/activate the
classes according to your selections and any tests done by System Analyser will only
include the selected classes.

To reset the Bet Selector 'ACTIVE' flag, once you have completed the test in Bet Selector,
return to PPFA, File/Utilities, Set Active Flag in Bet Selector, click the 'Flag All Active'
button and then click the Update button to select the same date range again. This will re-
activate all races again. Each time you wish to test a particular class or classes, this
procedure will need to be run.

13.5 Set Active Flag by Race

This option has been included so that users may interrogate individual races and select
the set active option based on the users selected criteria.

The browser displays the meetings which are accessed by double clicking on the meeting
required, this then displays all the races for that meeting with the fields displayed below.

In the browser the ACTIVE option can be changed to reflect the users choice.  'Y'
indicates that the race is included in BS. For testing purposes, double-click in the box and
change to 'N'. This automatically changes the set active in BS to exclude this race for
testing purposes. Users may select which columns they wish displayed by double clicking
on the heading in the browser (racename). A box will open giving you the options to select
your settings. Once you have made your selections SAVE CURRENT FIELD LAYOUT,
each time you open the browser it will have the default settings, simply click on any
heading and select RESTORE SAVED FIELD LAYOUT

13.6 Update Race Classes

This procedure will scan all Bet Selector Race Files and extract the Race Classes. The
date range scanned will be as per your System Parameter settings for FA Start in the
Misc Tab. That is, it will scan from the FA Start date up to the latest date you have
downloaded. Once scanned, the RCLASSES.DBF will be re-created with all the UNIQUE
Race Class names so that this file is up to date when you run the 'Set Active Flag' in Bet
Selector procedure.

You only need to run this procedure if you are missing a lot of Race
Classes, otherwise, use File Maintenance, Race Classes if you only need to
add a few.
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13.7 Jockeys Fix UpperCase

This procedure will rectify the problem of Uppercase Jockey Names when running the
new Bet Selector feature, “Update Extra Form and Jockeys” in the “Race TAB Live”
Window

Under “File”, “Utilities”, select “Jockeys - Fix Uppercase”.  If you install the Jockey
Database provided with the PPFA ver 3.0.0 ( or  greater )Installation, it is NOT
NECESSARY to run this procedure.

When you run this function you will be asked if you wish to “Adjust Jockey Rating”. 
Answering yes to this question will deduct the Jockey’s Apprentice Claim from the Jockey
Rating.  This is because older versions of PPFA calculated Jockeys differently to version
3.0.0 and greater.  If you have retained your own Jockeys Database then PPFA
recommends you answer YES to this question.  This will adjust the Jockey Rating by
removing the Apprentice Allowance from the Penalty Rating.  Newer PPFA versions now
apply the Allowance to the Allocated Weight ( as discussed in more detail in this manual ).
 The running of this function will also remove any Duplicate Jockeys due to Upper Casing.
 

Any subsequent running of this function will not require the database to be
adjusted therefore if you have run this function previously, select NO when asked
if you wish to Adjust the Jockey Rating and then follow the prompts to complete.
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14 Frequently Asked Questions

This section covers some problems that are frequently encountered by users of PPFA.
The questions are organized by category and where necessary links are provided to
relevant sections of the help.

14.1 General questions

What is the purpose of FA_Start in System Form Analysis Parameters ?

In system parameters Form Analysis you will find FA_Start and FA_Last. The
FA_Start determines the date of your oldest data. This is set at 01/01/2000 as a
default when you first install PPFA. If your form does not go back that far then it
doesn't matter as long as the FA_Start is prior to your oldest downloaded BS Form
Date. PPFA will find the frst BS form file from there. If you DO NOT WISH to use
data that old, change the date to the date you wish to start with. The FA_Last date
will automatically update when you run Update Horseform ALL or Selection #3,
Update Horseform New in Update Selections. 

BS Selector Prices have not changed ?

After you run the Updates in PPFA, you must run either Race Tab live to re-
calculated the changes or you can manually re-calc by going into Bet Selector,
Select appropriate Meeting, go to Edit Scratchings and click NEXT through the
meeting. This will re-calc BS based on th updated data. 

What happens if track conditions change during the day ?

In the event the track conditions change, go to Bet Selector and the in Meeting, Edit
Scratchings, manually change the track conditions for the races that it applies to.
Close Bet Selector and open PPFA. Select File, Update Selections and ONLY RUN
Process #6. This will re-adjust the ratings for the new track conditions. Close
PPFA and re-open Bet Selector, go to race Meeting, Edit Scratchings and manually
click NEXT through the races you would like the changes applied to. 

What do I do if track conditions change during the day ?

If the track conditions alter during the day, it is recommended that a manual
adjustment be made in Bet selector to alter track conditions, then run PPFA
Function Update Form Analysis and then re-run Bet Selector, go to edit
scratchings, select the 1st race where conditions have changed, then click next
race until meeting completed. The TAB's are very slow in updating track conditions,
in most cases they do it at the end of the day. DONT RUN RACETAB LIVE AFTER
YOU HAVE MADE MANUAL ADJUSTMENT TO TRACK CONDITIONS

Can I test PPFA over old data ?

You can test PPFA over old data, the problem you may encounter is two fold. The
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time factor may be significant as you will be required to manually go to every
meeting and click next through every race to implement all the adjustments.
Secondly, the Jockey ratings that are applicable now would in most cases not have
been applicable in the past and if you have made any adjustments manually on the
old data, this may also affect the outcome. Testing over the last few months would
be easier and the recommended method of testing old data. Don't forget that Track
Conditions are critical to the outcomes so if you do not have the correct Track
Conditions in Bet Selector then you won't be getting the right updates from PPFA  

I don't have Bet Selector, can I get the ratings ?

For those in the punting fraternity that do not have Bet Selector, we have released 
raceratings.com.au where you can join and view past ratings for FREE. Ratings for
the current date are available by subscription.

Can I keep my own Jockey ratings ?

If any of you had the old Jockey Program and wish to keep your own Jockey
Ratings, just follow the prompts after installing and when the question relating to
Keep Old Jockey File is asked, make sure you respond YES. 

What do I do about System Parameters on installation ?

As part of the installation process, PPFA will install a default System Parameters
File, ( the same one we use ). Anyone that had the Old PPJ Jockey Program will be
asked if you wish to retain your System Parameters. YOU DO NOT WANT TO
KEEP THEM as the new System Parameters have all the New Adjustments. If you
do decide to keep them, then whatever existed in your Old File we imported into
your New File and whatever did not exist will have PPFA's default values.  

Can I run Bet Selector and PPFA at the same time ?

As both programs use common files, you CANNOT have both programs open at
the same time.  

What do I have to do to apply PPFA adjustments ?

On a day to day basis, I do the following and have never had a single problem, run
Race Tab Live, Close BS, open PPFA run functions 1,2,3,4,5,6. Close PPFA, open
BS and run Race Tab Live again. All changes will be implemented. Nothing else is
required. In the event track conditions change during the day, go to BS, then the
meeting and manually adjust the track conditions for the races affected. Close BS,
open PPFA, run FUNCTION 6 ONLY. This will only adjust the races that have
different track conditions. Close PPFA, re open BS and go to the appropriate
meeting again. Go to relevant races, Edit Scr and click Next Race until all races are
done. The changes will be implemented for the races that have new track
conditions. 

What difference will PPFA make to the Bet Selector ratings ?

http://www.raceratings.com.au
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I can not stress enough that this program is designed to do form analysis and
attempt to get the horses rated in the correct order based on our criteria. Any filters
you apply after that via System Selector are a personal choice but when you run
your systems, you can be confident that you are running them across analyzed
data with the ratings correct based on that analysis.

Obviously we cant select every winner, ( although we would like to think we can ),
and sometimes you will miss a winner because of the adjustments but in the long
term, and this is what we look at, this sound strategy will pay dividends for you, as
it has for us.  

ERROR whilst processing Low Grade Track Updates !

ERROR whilst processing Low Grade Track Updates is caused by "Dirty Data" in
one of your downloaded form files. Either delete the meeting from Bet Selector
where the error ocurred or skip the date of that meeting when processing. A fix for
this error will be available for download soon.

How do I license my software ?

If you have not already sent your License Details please follow the below
instructions:

When you run the program it will open up a License Information Window. Please
enter your details and click the SEND button. Your email client will open a message
ready to send to orders@ppfa.com.au. Click on the SEND button in your email
client and your details will be emailed to PPFA. Once your payment has been
verified you will be sent a Serial Key by return email.

This procedure may not work if you are not using Outlook or Outlook Express. If
this is the case simply create an email and type in your registration details as per
the PPFA Licensing Window then email to orders@ppfa.com.au Make sure the
Seed Number is included.

Once you receive your Serial Key, you may enter it manually in the Serial Key field
or copy & paste it from your email to the Serial Key field in the Licensing Window.
Now simply click the REGISTER button and your PPFA will be permanently
registered and you will no longer be bothered by the Licensing Window. 

Why is my Jockey name "Missing Jockey" ?

PPFA has recognised that Race tab Live updates overwrites the jockey adjustment
if it is blank, by putting missing rider in the box, no changes are made the blank
space for jockey name reverts the rating back to default of 5. 

How do I apply reversals to PPFA adjustments ?

After you run the PPFA Reversal Function, you must re-open BS and reset the
markets. This can be achieved either by running RACE TAB LIVE if you are
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resetting today's data or running Price Predictor, select the meeting/s you are
resetting, then Edit Scratchings and clicking NEXT through each race.

You may also use a recorded macro to achieve this, however, you would need
some advanced PC knowledge to achieve the correct results.

If you are running PPFA over old data, you are limited to using the Edit Scratchings
Method as the Run Race TAB Live method will only apply to today's meetings.

The same applies if you want to reset the markets to PPFA's ratings. After running
PPFA over the data, you must recalc the markets. 

How do I apply reversals to PPFA adjustments ?

After you run the PPFA Reversal Function, you must re-open BS and reset the
markets. This can be achieved either by running RACE TAB LIVE if you are
resetting today's data or running Price Predictor, select the meeting/s you are
resetting, then Edit Scratchings and clicking NEXT through each race.

You may also use a recorded macro to achieve this, however, you would need
some advanced PC knowledge to achieve the correct results.

Method as the Run Race TAB Live method will only apply to today's meetings.

The same applies if you want to reset the markets to PPFA's ratings. After running
PPFA over the data, you must recalc the markets.

SUMMARY

1. When PPFA applies the adjustments to BS, although the Base Ratings,
Jockeys, etc have changed in BS, the actual market in BS hasn't. 

2. When you run Race TAB Live in BS, it automatically recalculates the market for
those meetings you have selected in Race TAB Live. 

3. When you Reverse PPFA's adjustments, you must do the same thing, that is,
recalculate the markets. 

4. If you do any adjustments for past data, the market still has to be recalculated
and the only way we know how to achieve this is with BS Edit Scracthings. 

5. If you are analysing past data, you are forced to do the Edit Scratchings
procedure for ALL meetings and ALL races you are applying adjustments to. 

6. If you only apply PPFA on a daily basis, then, after printing, viewing the PPFA
adjustments, from within BS, you can delete the meetings and re-Download
them which will obviously give you a clean set of data. 

7. It is pertinent to understand that BS will not adjust the markets simply because
you make a change to the ratings. You may notice than within BS itself, it has

three UPDATE buttons in the View Past Form / Edit Ratings Screen. This is
because BS itself requires you to click the appropriate UPDATE button after you
make changes. This applies whether you have PPFA or not.  

If you read the PPFA manual on this subject it will become clear why you have to
run RACE TAB LIVE twice to achieve the desired results. In fact, three times if you
want to use PPFA's Reversal It is also stated in the manual that running over past
data, although possible, is not a recommendation of PPFA. The reason the
Reversal was included was mainly for past data as although possible, most people
would not have access to past data thus preventing them from deleting then re-
Downloading past meetings.

14.2 Race times

FILE MAINTENANCE:

The following information may refer to old File Maintenance procedures which have now been
updated with a NEW GENERIC procedure.  See Notes on the New File Maintenance
Routines.

13.  Setting Values in Race Times System Parameters

 

13.1.      Race Times

PPFA has developed a Race Times ranking with 4 filters being used to determine

runner’s capabilities.  The database contains “par times” for most tracks and is

further defined into distances and track conditions.

Filtered:

RM                        = Race Rimes with Margins Adjustments.   A horse’s time is

determined based on the qualifying run which will be with similar conditions and

distance range. The beaten margin is taken into account.

RMW        = Race Rimes with Margin and Weight Adjustment. The horse’s time is

adjusted to take into account any weight changes from the qualifying run to today’s

race eg: if the qualifying run was with 58kg and it’s carrying 54kg in today’s race, the

time is re-calculated to a theoretical time it would have run if it was carrying 54kg in

the qualifying run, that is, it would have run faster with the lighter weight and therefore

its ranking may improve.

RMWD     = Race Times with Margin, Weight and Distance adjustments.   A sliding

scale is used to adjust a horse’s time based on distance change from the qualifying

run to today’s race distance ( if applicable)  The theory is that a horse will most likely

be able to sustain speed over a shorter distance and conversely drop its speed rating

over extended distance.

Non Filterered

This box displays the horses best run in comparison to par at any track and distance,

there are no filters applied and therefore the run may be in an unsuitable distance

range compared to today’s race eg; the horse may be 1st up and the Non Filter run

may be in a 2000m race

The runs are displayed as a percentage, 100.00 being par, a figure below 100

indicates that the horse has bettered the par time for the qualifying run.   A figure

above 100 indicates that the horse has run slower than the par time. A horse that

rates 1st in the times with a figure greater than 100 can still be considered as the

ranking indicates that this horse is the best of a “poor lot”, these tend to be at long

odds and value prices.

The automated procedure will allocate a value as per your system parameter settings

for each Ranked position you have selected. You may allocate different values

PLEASE NOTE: Users can adjust any of the settings and apply values as

you choose.  If you don’t wish to apply Par Times adjustments set all the

values to 0 and no bonus will be applied.  Users may also wish to apply some

of the times ratings to all or part of the Top 6 rankings  in all or some of the

boxes, you may mix and match as you see fit.

14.3 FAQ for Upgraders

The menus and processing options in  PPFA 7.0.0 are somewhat  different from those in
previous versions. In addition to this a number of changes have been made to the way the
program works. The list below will help upgraders to find their way around in the new
version.

Even if you are an experienced PPFA user we recommend that you work through the 
Introduction  and  OnLine Tutorials  chapters of the new help briefly before you start
working with the new version. This will help you to familiarize yourself with the new
features.
